Joanne Louis-Paul- 6 Headden Drive, Spring Valley, NY 10977
I just wanted to reach out to the Board, about the taxi company system within the town. I am someone who does not have a car; I actually had to give up my car so I could save for something else, and it has been difficult because I use the cab company about four to five times a week minimum to go back and forth to work at the Palisades Mall, so that is a minimum of ten dollars. However these cab companies and their individual drivers take their own liberties as far as pricing is concerned and it’s literally criminal. Again I know that for complaints you are encouraged to call the local police department. I don’t know who sets the price regulations as far as the cab companies are concerned, but they are making up their own prices and they are not even on the same page within their own company. I actually had a taxi driver on Friday morning at the Spring Valley Bus Station coming back from the City, and tried to charge me six dollars to go to my home in Spring Valley, when the cab clearly says that they cannot charge me more than five dollars within the Village of Spring Valley, and I was able to catch that but I don’t know how many people on a regular basis, are these people getting away with lying to and making up prices. I am tired of being asked when I get to a place how much do you usually pay, I shouldn’t know their pricing list, they should know their own pricing list. I think the best thing to do is to incorporate a meter system like in the City, but obviously that would require a lot of money and effort and everything like that. I think a very simple solution would be to require cab companies to clearly post their pricing, based on zones so that people can clearly be able to discern on their own how much their cab ride should be costing them. I am born and raised in Spring Valley and I know that there are a lot of people without cars in this town. There is a high immigrant population, there are a lot of kids going to RCC, and there are a lot of people that just don’t have the money to buy a car or maintain a car. So people are heavily dependent on the taxi companies in this town, so people are getting lied too, money basically stolen out of their pockets, and I am tired of arguing with a cab driver three times a week, it’s not fair, it’s not right, and that is just my suggestion that it becomes a law or a mandate that taxi cab companies clearly post their pricing so that there is no confusion and if people want to tip on top of that’s fine. I am someone that works in the food service industry and I understand the importance of tipping, and actually just yesterday I tipped a cab driver because not only was he a safe driver, but when I asked him the price he did not lie to me. I knew the price in my head but I wanted to see what he was going to say to me and he actually did not try and cheat me out of a few extra dollars. 

Mayor Jasmin 

Within the Village of Spring Valley it should be five dollars, beyond that we have no control over it. You did however bring up something important that they do have to display the pricing of the taxi fare. I will also ask counsel if there is something we can do to amend the law for pricing, but I don’t think it would be our control to tell the taxi drivers let’s say if their taking a person to the mall how much they have to charge. What I observed also is that you are not actually in the Village of Spring Valley, even though you might have the same zip code. 

Joanne Louis-Paul                     
I understand that you can’t force them to make their own prices, I’m not saying that. What I am saying is though is whatever their prices are it should be set and displayed. If they want to charge me fifteen dollars to go down the street fine, than let me as a consumer make my own decision whether I want to take that cab company or not.

Mayor Jasmin 

I agree with you, and I think I am going to ask counsel to look into that for me tomorrow and see what we can do about it.

Joanne Louis-Paul 
If they could display it in Spanish and Creole it would be helpful to.
Trustee Delhomme

One of the things you just said, if somebody overcharges you it is not the job of this Board, it would be the police that you would have to call. There was one point that was raised that was very important, just because you have a 10977 zip code, that doesn’t mean that you live in the Village of Spring Valley and a lot of people have that confusion.  That is also where I think the problem is.
Joanne Louis-Paul 
Well it is more than just going to the mall. It’s like using the same cab company and getting charged two different prices to go to the same place on two different days, or their logic of charging twelve dollars to go to the top of Nyack near the hospital, but its three dollars more to go to Main Street. I do not see the logic in that as far as distance. I don’t see how I was charged fifteen dollars to go to Blauvelt, which is a mile down the road from the mall, to my house, but its ten dollars from the mall to my house. Whatever their system is, let that be their system but let it be set in stone and clear and that everyone is on the same page.

Trustee Delhomme

Let me repeat that again we are the Board of Trustees; we cannot manage the private businesses. We can set the price within the Village and that is it.

Joanne Louis-Paul 
I am not asking you to set the price, I’m just asking that whatever their prices are its clearly stated for consumers to make an educated decision.
Mayor Jasmin

I noticed the last time I was here you took the prayer out of the meeting; you always had prayer before the meeting. I was wondering why you took it out (inaudible) why did we take it out. You know that you may not be here next year, so who is going to give prayer, there won’t be any prayer or what? I don’t understand that at all. So if you could answer that. Answer that please.  

Mayor Jasmin

If I may I am all for prayer, it’s not me it is the Trustees that decided that they do not want to pray anymore.

Trustee Delhomme

May I answer that, I am a Christian, and I am truly a Christian and I believe in God. Prayer is something between you and God. You just don’t use prayer for the hell of it. What happened on our Board, if these people don’t understand what prayer is all about; I understand what prayer is about?  That was put together for manipulation by the previous Mayor. I suggested to the Board use prayer in the right way, don’t use it to make a mockery of prayer. That was my suggestion, and if anybody is going to do it I am going to recuse myself. I am a Christian I believe in God and when I close my door, I get with God and I don’t need you to interfere, and I don’t need you to pray for me, nor do you want me to pray for you because you don’t know my sins and I don’t know your sins. It took me awhile to realize that, and once I realized that I made the suggestion to the Board, and the Board fully agreed with me.   
Samuel Franklin
If I may this is a time where we need to pray more often, we don’t pray enough. God is God for who he is, Christian or Non-Christian this is what you are about anyway so you are taking prayer out of it and you shouldn’t have. This is a time where we should have prayer more often, because we live in a very sinful society (inaudible) and these types of things need to be preyed upon. I agree we can pray for ourselves, but we can also pray for ourselves and together as well, so we shouldn’t take that out I think that is a very terrible thing. Do you have an answer for that?

I have already given my answer, thank you sir.

Samuel Franklin
Well you are going to pay for it in the long run. The last time I was here I asked a question, I asked about the Holocaust. We know what happened at the very end (inaudible) a whole country turned against us. So I asked you to go find out what started it. If we can find out what started it we could have nipped it in the bud, we can’t do anything to stop it when it’s already at the end when there was already five to six million people killed. I only asked that because of the way Spring Valley is changing now, so many things are happening to Spring Valley. Most of the black people are going to Haverstraw, why is that. The answer is because they are being pushed out of Spring Valley. So therefore I would like you to find out what happened. (Inaudible) we lost the park, we gave it away. If you are going to give it away give it back to the people that had it. (inaudible), Giles was shot in the 

head and the guy who did it was still getting paid, at least that is what I read in the paper. That is why people walk around and feel like they can shoot somebody and get away with it (inaudible). Ok thank you I will talk to you next time.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret offered the following resolution, which was seconded by Trustee Gross and unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Section  18(b) of the Transportation Law and Section 119-r of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, and Local Law No. 9 of 1974, the County of Rockland (“County”) is authorized to contract with the State of New York and with bus companies including municipal corporations such as the Village of Spring Valley (“Village”), to assist in providing bus service to the public, and to contract for public transportation services to be rendered to the people of Rockland County for a fair and reasonable consideration; and

WHEREAS, The Village of Spring Valley operates the “Spring Valley Jitney” bus service for the public; and

WHEREAS, Both the County and the Village want the Village to continue to operate and maintain its present level of bus service and rates, because it benefits the people of Rockland County for the Village to do so; and

WHEREAS, it is consistent with the transportation policies of the County, of the State of New York, and the United States that such public bus transportation service be maintained and continued; and 

WHEREAS, Part of the cost of operating the Village’s “Spring Valley Jitney” bus service can be offset by obtaining financial assistance from the State of New York, which, pursuant to its Transportations Law, appropriates funds for this purpose; and 

WHEREAS, the County through its Department of Public Transportation, administers the New York State Mass Transportation Operating Assistance (STOA) program within Rockland County and receives funds for bus services, as well as for other municipal and private bus services in Rockland County, and

WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Transportation requires a contract between the County and bus service operators, such as the Village, for the operators to adhere to the New York State Department of Transportation’s regulations; and

WHEREAS, the County of Rockland and the Village of Spring Valley are municipal corporations as defined be Section 119-n of Article 5-G of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, Section 119-o of Article 5-G of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York authorizes municipal corporations to contract to perform together that which each is authorized to perform individually, provided that any such agreement to do so “be approved by each participating municipal corporation” “by a majority vote of the voting strength of its governing body,” and

WHEREAS, the County’s 2013 Adopted Budget appropriates sufficient funds for the County-wide Mass Transportation Operating Assistance Program, and neither this resolution nor an intermunicipal cooperation agreement pursuant to it will require the expenditure of any County funds; and

WHEREAS, the Planning & Public Works and Budget and Finance Committees of the Legislature have met, considered and unanimously approved this resolution, now, therefore, be it.

RESOLVED, that the Legislature of Rockland County hereby approves, pursuant to Article 5-G of the General Municipal Law, the agreement between the County of Rockland (“County”) and the Village of Spring Valley (“Village”) for the Village to continue to operate its “Spring Valley Jitney” bus service public transportation routes within Spring Valley for the County from April 1, 2013 through March 31, 2015, and authorizes its execution by the County Executive, subject to the approval of the County Attorney; and be it further

RESOLVED, that part of the cost of operating the Village’s “Spring Valley Jitney” bus service is to be offset by obtaining financial assistance from the State of New York, which, pursuant to its Transportation Law, appropriates funds for this purpose; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the County, through its Department of Public Transportation, which administers the New York State Mass Transportation Operating Assistance (STOA) program, receives funds for bus services, as well as for other municipal and private bus services in Rockland County; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the County’s 2013 Adopted Budget appropriates sufficient funds for the County-wide Mass Transportation Operating Assistance Program, and that neither this resolution nor the inter-municipal cooperation agreement hereby approved will require the expenditure of any County funds

I am glad that Trustee Delhomme, put on the spot that behind that building is destroyed through the moving block, and we have another building where the show mobile stage is being stored. That just goes to prove one more time that the Board has to be more cautious when casting our vote on certain items that the Village tried to procure and that show mobile issue was a very hot issue at the time the Mayor proposed it to the Board in order to procure that. The Board voted on that and I was furious because that money could have been allocated for something else, but I didn’t trust my two sense and proceed in buying that show mobile, that goes to prove one more time that we have to be more cautious.  I don’t know when we are going to look at the items on the agenda and read the papers carefully before we come over, sit on the Board and make a decision.
