A Local Law to Amend Chapter 82 Building Construction and Fire Prevention

Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Spring Valley, County of Rockland, State of New York that Chapter 82 of the Code of the Village of Spring Valley is hereby amended as follows:)  . 

Purpose and Findings
The Village Board of Trustees finds that although the Village Code presently requires that all residences have operating smoke and carbon monoxide detectors and provides penalties for failure to have same, too often owners and tenants fail to determine whether the smoke and carbon monoxide detectors are in working order. Failure to have functioning smoke and carbon monoxide detectors endangers the inhabitants of the building, others living in close proximity and fire and police personnel. Therefore, the Board of Trustees is adding a section to the current law requiring owners of residential properties to check the functioning of these detectors on a yearly basis.

CHAPTER  82 Building Construction and Fire Prevention

SECTION 1.    §82- 14-1 Smoke and Carbon Monoxide Detectors; failure to check functioning

The owner(s) of a residence in the Village is/are hereby required to check at least annually whether smoke and carbon monoxide detectors located on the property owned and/or occupied by  him/her/them are functioning and promptly replace non-functioning  detectors. Failure to do so is a violation of this code and an Inspector may issue an immediate summons/desk appearance ticket for this violation.

SECTION1 2.   Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or other portion of this law is for any reason declared unconstitutional or invalid, in whole or in part, by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable, and such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect the remaining portions of this law, which shall continue in full force and effect.

SECTION 13.   Effective Date

Unless otherwise specified, this Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the office of the Secretary of State, pursuant to section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
