Mayor Noramie J. Jasmin Speech
Once again, good evening.  It is my pleasure to welcome you all to the 3rd Annual Re-organizational meeting.  I am so happy to see the community come forward to support me tonight.  Thank you so much.  Also, I would like to thank Father Dessier for the blessing tonight and also Herve.  Second, I would like to acknowledge my family members (you can clap for them because they are very patient with me).  All of the dignitaries and all of the spiritual leaders and to all of my supporters and to all of the ethnic groups, which carried me to the circle of victory  in 2009 and will carry me again in 2013 for a sweet victory, thank you.  Especially to my backup team, thank you.  To the (inaudible) of the Village who worked tirelessly to help me fulfill my goals to move this Village forward, thank you.  A Village that I call a "Village of a Million Friends".  Let me take this occasion to thank the Board of Trustees despite the hurdles and obstacles, I stand tall.  Tonight, I can tell you by the grace of God, I can comfortably say I prevailed and I will continue to move this Village forward.  Three years ago I committed to you to move this Village forward with Urban Renewal, Economic Development, Infrastructure, and Police, Fire Department, and Public Work services to keep you safe.  I did just that.  
Police Department

Upon my arrival I made it clear to Chief Paul Modica, under my leadership there would be a zero tolerance on crime.  For the past three years the Police Department have been very active in every aspect of what matters most when it comes to crimes.   Total arrest is 7,165; DWI doubled to 32; Domestic Cases 1,372; sex abuse cases 87; robbery cases 168; weapons seized and investigated 132; most of all, guns seized off the street 60.  It doesn’t stop here, cocaine seized 700 pounds, vagrancies 5; prescription pills seized 1,100; decks of heroin ceased 3,500.  We still have more work to do.  I can proudly say that crime is down by 20% this year compared to last year.  In addition, we just hired 6 police officers to better serve our community.  This Police Department remains the most active Police Department in Rockland County.  Through their daily hard work and professionalism they were able to apply and receive over $900,000 over the past three years, just to name a few; Weed and Seed, Governor’s Traffic Safety, Stop DWI, IMPACT and also $457,660.55 cash seized in assets off the streets.  That’s what I call a bank.
Justice Court

It is with sadness that I have to announce to some of you who were not aware of Judge David Fried resigning his post as Village Justice seeking a higher position in the County as County Executive.  Hundreds appear in front of Judge David Fried, whether for criminals or drug addiction purposes.  Judge Fried made the effort to bring the very first misdemeanor drug court in Spring Valley.  Judge Fried was fair.  I wish him the best on his journey.  I can proudly say the court is on the right track with 6,030 tickets processed including 3,000 parking violation tickets, criminal and ordinance cases 1,900, which brings in a total of $850,000 in revenues.  Most of the court records from 2010-2012 are up to date.  With this I send my thanks to the Chief Court Clerk, (I want her to stand) Ms. Elsie Cheron.  That’s what I call a job well done.  
Village Attorney

Early in 2011 I began to file litigation against the Sewer District, O & R and United Water for taking part of destroying Robert Pitt Drive.  I am happy to report the successful settlement was made between the Village and parties involved, which resulted in a complete sewer installation and roadway repair at no cost to the Village of Spring Valley.  In addition to the Legal Department there was very proactive prosecuting on home owners with illegal conversions, property maintenance and tax cases with an increase collection of fines of $350,000 or greater for illegal conversations per files.  The Law Office also engaged in retaining outside counsel for all files, liability, negligence, disciplinary, false arrest claims filed in New York State Supreme Court and Federal Court and that was signed by Kevin Conway.
Treasury Office

This year the Village went under heavy scrutiny by the State Comptroller’s Office.  Requested documents, forensic search of all of our computers, we provided all requested documents and worked closely with the Auditors.  The Village already implemented the recommendations of the State Comptroller’s suggestion by adopting an IT Plan and Amended Procurement Rule on purchasing from $10,000 to $20,000.  That’s a plus for the Village.  We still await for the results of the findings, if any.  During the year the Treasury Department had to transition from Key Bank and Provident Bank and I can tell you the transition went smoothly, they implemented time and attendance for a new payroll system, cross trained staff members to do multi-task, managed our cash flow and get the maximum interest income for the Village, filed timely, report all financial records for all Federal Grants namely; Domestic Violence Grant and Justice Court Training Grant.  Most importantly, we financed Bonds payable which resulted in a savings of $115,000.  The Treasury Office also engaged (inaudible) prior years of accounting with records and made all necessary adjustments to have an accurate and proper accounting record for the Village.  Overall the efficiency of the Treasury Department is excellent and the staff deserves credit for their support and efforts.  Thank you so much.  
Village Clerk Office

The Village Clerk Office continues to make great accomplishments for the year 2012.  All minutes are up to date, they cover Planning, Zoning and Village Boards, all files are re-organized and a new filing system.  Birth certificates and death records are being computerized for easy access and readiness.  All Taxi Licenses and Professional License renewals have been filed.  From 500 Taxi Licenses (I want you to listen closely if there are any Taxi Drivers listening) we are now down to 339 taxi cabs registered this year.  That’s a decrease of the number.  The Clerk’s Office issued 279 Hack Licenses, 37 Plumber Licenses, which brings in approximately $94,135 in revenues.  The Village Clerk continuously works with the County Department of Personnel with issues regarding payroll certification and all personnel files have been re-organized.  Thank you Madam Clerk.
Section 8 Office
In August, 2011 HUD has removed the Village of Spring Valley Section 8 Housing Program from troubled status.  I am proud to report that we are currently considered a high performing agency.  From 2009 to 2012 we issued more than 43 vouchers, among all 36 applicants have successfully listed with their landlords.  The efforts will continue by working with HUD on helping as many people and families as possible.  As for December, 2012 we will have approximately 588 families assisted under the housing program vouchers.  A job well done.  

Community Development 
During Hurricane Irene the Village was awarded approximately $92,346.43 to repair damages caused by the Hurricane.  That included Memorial Park, Spring Valley Police Department, and Department of Public Works.  The Village was rewarded a total of $136,933.57 for damages sustained as a result of Hurricane Irene.  Less than a year we were hit by Hurricane Sandy.  At this present time we are working with FEMA to weigh the damages caused by Hurricane Sandy.  Once again I would like to extend my thanks to First Responders; the Police Department, the Department of Public Works, the Fire Department, O & R, Red Cross and to all of the volunteers who were on the forefront with you.  Thank you so much.  Furthermore the Village continues to work on the formation of a community garden, which will be located on Memorial Park Drive where residents can grow vegetables, gardening to build beautiful flower beds.  This past September I was ordered to sponsor the first Hunger Awareness Action Week in the Village of Spring Valley.  Each month more than 5,000 people use local food pantries and 4,600 are served in feeding programs.  The 2012 Summer Feeding Program saw another successful year; operating 10 sites and serving a total of 24,658 meals to Village children over the 35 days of July and August 2012.  It doesn’t stop here.  Under the CDBG grant $240,000 was received to be spent for curbs and sidewalks on various Village streets.  We have two parks completed; Babbin Court and Kennedy Park.  The US Department of Justice awarded $698,393 from 2010 to 2012 to combat domestic violence.  Through the Restore Program emergency repair to income eligible senior citizens, from others continue with several groups and Eating System, repair or replace.  The Community Development continues to make strives to better serve this community.  I thank Rita Grayson and Yvette Inzar for their efforts under Community Development.  Thank you so much.
Building Department

A lot has been going on in the Building Department in terms of issuing permits for various projects from January until the present.  They collected $122,665 for building permits.  Another $20,075 for Certificates of Occupancy.  Planning and Zoning is working hand-in-hand with the Building Department.  Fire Inspection brought in a total of $18,479.50.  Despite all the good work, there is still room for improvement.  My plan is to bring in two more Code Enforcement Officers to provide better services to the Village residents.  
Finally, I am pleased to tell you that on October, 2012, the Village Board of Trustees voted with 4 yes and 1 abstain for the Mayor to enter into a preliminary contract with 2-Holding to build a new Community Center.  Also, I would like to welcome the new Papa John’s Pizza.  This year was a great year to some Village residents where we had the grand opening of Site 4, which consist of 55 brand new affordable apartments and another 6,000 sq. ft. of commercial space for rent.  Spring Valley people must keep the momentum going so we can move this Village forward for the next four years.
