Debate:

Gordon Wren - 3 Rockingham Road, Spring Valley, NY 10977
Good evening Mayor and Board of Trustees, I am the Fire Coordinator for Rockland County.  Just to give you a little bit of my background I was born and raised in this area.  I started as a volunteer with the Hillcrest Fire Company right up the road in the mid 1960’s and I was chief of the Hillcrest Fire Department in the early 1980’s, so it’s over 30 years now.  Over the years I have developed a very special working relationship with the Spring Valley Fire Department.  As County Fire Coordinator, I work with all 26 fire departments, but this department because of the work load and the excess challenges that we have been facing over the years we have developed an extra strong friendship and I will say that some of the firefighters standing behind me are some of the best firefighters you can find anywhere, they are a tough bunch of men and women.  Ironically, they are the busiest fire company in Rockland County.  They are also faced with some unique challenges and I understand finances and budgets being what they are money is needed.  I do have a couple of ideas to possibly help with the financial issues.  The fire chiefs right now are very concerned about sending in fire fighters into some of these really dangerous situations with the equipment that they are carrying.  We had a seminar at the Fire Training Center last year.  There are 59 units, 56 or 94% are out of compliance.  Many of the self-breathing apparatus have had no maintenance done on them.  The head truck for the Columbians is 22 years old.  The most expected time line is 20 years.    Eleven of the FCDA (inaudible) are going to have gas crisis, which means that if a fire fighter goes down and they don’t move for a few minutes the alarm will go off.  (Mr. Wren explained and described several pieces of equipment and their functions).  Many of the FCDAs are over 20 years old, 33 are over 20 years old.  The Federal Department of Transportation requires all cylinders to be tested in a five year cycle, maximum 15 years.   This is a very serious situation that has been neglected for many years.  I understand from the Chief that the apparatus is only serviced once a year.  When you talk about the turnout, there are 96 active members and the Fire Department is legally obligated to supply them with certain equipment (Mr. Wren named all of the gear), which is very expensive.  The Chief’s vehicle; I do not think it is a bad idea to buy a used vehicle, but the Assistant Chief’s vehicle was bought used when would the (inaudible) get away with it?  It is a 1999 with 170,000 miles on it.  Then, the buildings that we have to respond to are in pretty rough shape.  Between the buildings and the equipment, the fire fighters are being put in a very dangerous spot.  A week ago, Saturday night, we had a structure fire; the fire fighter did a great job getting inside, knocking the fire down and when we got inside to take a look we found  the building had been illegally converted and  way up on the top floor in the attic, up a narrow stairway people were living up there.  That fire started in the middle of the evening when everyone was still up.  If that fire had started at 3:00 in the morning it would have been a different story.  There would have been no way that the people who are living up there could have made it down the stairs or there were two small windows that they could have jumped out of.  I would like to thank you for your time and really appreciate the interest. We have a very bad situation in the Village and other parts of the County, as well.  Mr. Conway I know you have been helping with some of the prosecution in some of these cases.  That will also help with some of the financial issues, as well.  We should come together as a team and put heavy fines for some of these cases and share the revenue and resolve some of our financial issues.  (Mr. Wren discussed putting fines on landlords who are not in compliance.)  
Mayor Jasmin

Before you go any further I would like to thank you and thank all the fire fighters that showed up.  I cherish all of you who are serving the Village.  First I would like to invite you to sit with the Board of Trustees to discuss this further.  One thing that caught my attention, I don’t know if you are talking about the Village of Spring Valley; equipment that you said is 22 years old; are you talking about Spring Valley?
Gordon Wren

Yes, the equipment in the Spring Valley Fire Department that they put on their back and then the fire truck, Columbian, they indicated to me that it is 22 years old and they are having a lot of maintenance problems with it.  They use this heavily and it takes a lot of wear and tear.  
Mayor Jasmin

Okay, this will be checked first thing in the morning to see the last time we purchased and how we need to proceed with that.  The second thing that you mentioned was special gears that they wear is over ten years old.  
Gordon Wren

The standard for fire gear is (inaudible) they say after ten years because it loses its ability to absorb the ink.

Mayor Jasmin

You also mentioned that some of the trucks are not maintained properly.  
Gordon Wren
They claim the apparatus now is being serviced once a year and it should be ideally three times a year.  
Mayor Jasmin

These things are very important.  It will be checked as early as tomorrow.  The second part that you started mention was a financial issue, that you want the Village to give a share of revenues.

Gordon Wren

Sort of like, but when the police arrest someone who is selling drugs or who has a gambling ring they will seize their assess and the police department will use that money for law enforcement efforts.   They’ve picked up millions, a lot of money.  
Mayor Jasmin

You want something set up so that the Village will be partnering with the Fire Department to do certain things?  That is the part that cannot be discussed today.  We have to do an agreement to see if it is something feasible that we can do together.  You mentioned that we can work as a team and my philosophy is that, I do believe in team effort.  I think that will benefit everyone, especially the welfare of the people of Spring Valley.  So, we will see how we can start this venture together.  
Gordon Wren

My main reason for being here is for the residents who live in these buildings in the Village and the firemen who go in there when they catch on fire.  I did look at the budget with the fire fighters.  I did a comparison over the years.  I see that in 2005/2006 and I understand that (inaudible) insurance, but their budget was $460,000 in 2005/2006.  The lowest last year $264,000 is up to $300,000 now (Mr. Wren was speaking on increasing in the fire department’s budget to help the financial hardship for the fire department.)  In any case fire-fighting is extremely dangerous between the buildings and the equipment.  The Fire Chief, Larry Bolson, has indicated repeatedly that he really is apprehensive about sending the fire-fighters in.  Every fire that they go to he is hoping that everyone is going to go home not hurt.
Mayor Jasmin

So are you saying that he has been looking to send fire fighters out there?  

Gordon Wren

With the equipment in the condition that it is in; like the mask they put on with the air that they are not maintained properly.
Mayor Jasmin

What do you call those masks?  

Gordon Wren

They are called the self-contained breathing apparatus.  Like any other complicated piece of equipment it needs maintenance and in fact it is required and it’s expensive.   If you look at the Funston Avenue fire from a week ago, Wednesday; the fire department was faced with a tremendous challenge on that fire.  Everyone (inaudible), the residents delayed trying to put the fire out and by the time the fire fighters got there the fire had a head start, it was already up in the attic and shortly it was burning through the roof.  
Mayor Jasmin

I was there myself and I was very disturbed by some of the things that I myself observed that day and also (inaudible) sent to my attention, so I will not discuss it here.  I will schedule a meeting and discuss it as a Board and address the issues then.  
Gordon Wren

Okay, I will be more than happy to meet with you.  It already sounds like you are willing to do that and I really encourage you to work closer with the Fire Department.  In my opinion they are the best bargain of dollars that are spent in the Village; they put in thousands and thousands of hours every year to the Village.  I encourage you develop even a more aggressive enforcement program; increase the fines, share the revenue with the Fire Department, Building Department and the only people who are going to be hurt by this initially is the illegal landlords; the slum landlords.  They’re the ones who are going to suffer and should for putting poor working people in these inhumane conditions and we see it on a regular basis and it is inhumane.  The fire fighters have been protecting this Village for 150 years and hopefully they will be protecting it for many, many more years.  But, right now they are asking for your help and they need your help.  I encourage the Village to do that and I am here to help.
Mayor Jasmin

In terms of safety; after the fire on 500 Funston, I asked the Legal Department to draft a new law (we have one) where we can come out with quality inspection for fire detectors and carbon monoxide.  As we speak it is being drafted and when we have the final (we have to check what is legal to put in the draft), and soon as it is finished it will be presented to the Board.  I know they are aware of the situation in Spring Valley.  You mentioned one person who is vital in the court in Spring Valley and it was in the newspaper.  These types of things we cannot tolerate anymore.  So, we need to put action against those slum landlords.  So, therefore, we need to invent our laws to make sure we have certain things put in the law.  It will be their responsibility to make sure that on a quality basis; not only do they have to check and send a report to Spring Valley; they have to check all the devices in each apartment because if they are there collecting money from these people they are responsible for any type of things like detectors which should be there to protect especially the elderly and kids.  They need to check all of that.  Therefore, we are working with the Law Office to draft that resolution so that we can pass it as soon as possible.  

Gordon Wren

There was a fire on Chestnut St. and there was no working smoke detector again.

Mayor Jasmin

This will not only be for multiple dwellings, but for single family homes as well.  It is a good thing for people to have these things really working properly.  They have to check the batteries every six months.  Changing the batteries can save lives.  Yes, I was watching what happened at that fire on Chestnut St.  There was no device there and the way the landlord divided the families, it was like three families living there and there was no fire detectors.  Therefore, we need to step up and make sure we enforce the law.
Gordon Wren

I am here to help you and I’ve heard good things about your Village Attorney.  He knows what he is doing.  

Mayor Jasmin

When are you going to be available to meet with the Board.  We do have a Special Meeting scheduled for Friday.  If you are available for this Friday you are more than welcome to come and bring some key people with you.  Is 4:30 p.m. okay?  

Gordon Wren

I will make myself available.
Mayor Jasmin

I am requesting that the Fire Chief, Mr. Bolson be there as well.

Trustee Delhomme
I would like to thank you guys for coming.  I have a good relationship with you guys, I think the Board does.  A couple of things that you said, basically the budget you saw at that time, we have to Bond, it’s not that we have the money to just put it in your budget; if we have to buy anything for you, we have to go Bond.  It’s not that easy now, but certain things you mentioned definitely need to be looked at, and I am going to make sure that they are looked at, especially the safety.  One of the things I would like to ask the Village Attorney.  I was there that Saturday and I saw what happened, I was there on Funston and I knew what happened in the Village, for years I have been saying it.  Could we, Village Attorney, pick some of the fire fighters to deputize them so that they can start writing tickets?  
Mayor Jasmin
That will be discussed in that particular meeting.

Trustee Delhomme

If that’s the case that is what the Board will need to do; deputize some of the good fire fighters; if they have to go for training for it, that’s what we need to do, so they can help us give tickets to those guys, those people doing these things because I know the Fire Chief know all about the Village.  So, if that’s the case we are going to look into that when you come Friday.

Trustee Leon
Let me take a minute to thank you first of all for responding to the call.  (inaudible) I would thank all the fire fighters in the room tonight and also the ones who could not make it tonight for your work in the Village of Spring Valley.    I witnessed the fire on Chestnut St. a week or two ago and when I seen what you do you took me to a toll (inaudible) and what I seen; this is very dangerous.  Now I understand that when there is a fire how (inaudible) you put your life to save the people in the Village.  I am very impressed.  That is why I did not want you to go tonight without saying anything and I thank you from the bottom of my heart.  Your performance is very exceptional and you have the ability because you were aided to do so very well.  You are self-committed because I was the enthusiasm that you all put in terms of putting the fire out and this was very (inaudible) and the Chief if think he deserves an A++ if I could give it to him.  But, what you do need in your performance is the (inaudible) because as least you have to have certain (inaudible) to operate well.  I am hoping that the Board will bring a policy to include you in the future and to bring you proper equipment.  Thank you again.

I think there was an agreement for $4,000.00.  That’s what we are going to approve tonight.

Trustee Leon

I call to pull that until we meet with the Director of Konbit Neg Lakay.

Mayor Jasmin

That is sort of like an emergency and three Trustees already voted and agreed on that amount so we are moving forward.  I think that there is a remaining one, so he can come for the remaining one.

Renold Julien

I am here.

Trustee Leon

I would like to invite the Director Konbit Neg Lakay for some questioning.

Mayor Jasmin 

Mr. Julien can you come forward and state your name and address, and which organization you are representing?
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

And what kind of services you provide to the community?
Mayor Jasmin 

Before you start, the Deputy Mayor interjected, and asked to explain what kind of services that you provide, and by the way congratulations on your twenty-fifth year anniversary of serving this community of this great Village.

Renold Julien

My name is Renold Julien, and I am the Director of Konbit Neg Lakay.  Like you mentioned Mayor Jasmin in September Konbit Neg Lakay will be celebrating our twenty-fifth year anniversary.  I always say that it is a real pleasure for me, as the founder of Konbit Neg Lakay when I see in the Village of Spring Valley, that we have a Mayor who is Haitian American, Trustee Leon, who is Haitian American, Trustee Demeza Delhomme, who is Haitian American and I think it is not just by mistake that we have been successful with politics in the Village of Spring Valley.  Every time I see the four of you, either on TV or on the radio it gives me a great pride.  Talking about Konbit Neg Lakay, all we do here in Rockland County is to help the low income families.  We are the only agency on record to offer a free certified nurse’s aide training program in Rockland County.  Anywhere else you go, you go to BOCES is about $2600, the same thing with RCC, it is a lot of money.  At Konbit Neg Lakay, we offer the same thing free of charge.  For the help of you Mayor and Trustee Delhomme who was there at the time, we are one of the few community based organizations that own our own building.  We offer after school programs, and we just started the East Ramapo Youth Travel Soccer League.  Because like you I am tired of seeing every time I read the newspaper, the only good thing they have to say about the Spring Valley youth only one or two of them were in trouble, and that is why we formed this league. We have kids from five to seventeen I know that this is a program that all of you are going to enjoy, and finally we are going to have something good and big in the Village of Spring Valley.  Trustee Leon who wanted to see me, I know also like me is a coach, and I know he will enjoy the program.  Basically if I have to speak about Konbit Neg Lakay I will take the entire meeting.

Mayor Jasmin

I’m sorry to cut you off,  I am glad that you gave us a little bit of what you do as far as providing service to our residents in the Village of Spring Valley.  But I know and not to jump ahead, I know that the County is facing a lot of issues.  This year they cut a lot of Not for Profit organizations from their funding.  So I know that’s why you are here tonight, because you have never come to us before.  This is your first time in twenty five years coming to this Board and asked us for some help.  We had a meeting earlier, and all the Trustees were very supportive of that.  Trustee Leon wasn’t there, so that is probably the reason why he asked you to come up and speak.  I think we all truly appreciate the fact that you are doing a great job in the Village of Spring Valley, but I can’t speak for the Board so they can express themselves.

Trustee Delhomme

We all agreed that we were going to give you $4,000 right now, to go do whatever you need to go and do.

Renold Julien

Let me explain the reason for the request.

Trustee Delhomme

You don’t have to tell us why.

Renold Julien

I want this to be on the record.  As most of you here know the County is having a lot of financial problems, and Konbit Neg Lakay being a small Not for Profit Organization is facing a lot of financial issues.  Like everything we own our own building therefore everything is doubled or tripled for us.  Also we choose to unfortunately not to charge other Not for Profit organizations to use our facility.  Konbit Neg Lakay is open seven days a week Monday through Sunday, and if you go over there, you will see it.  And of course what happened is since they have seen that we haven’t received a dime form the County, and I’m not asking you guy’s to have sympathy for me but if you ask me how Konbit Neg Lakay survives, I will tell you that I had to take a personal loan, with a high interest, to pay for the mortgage, to pay for the electricity.

Mayor Jasmin

We are past the three minute mark, but I think they understand and see all you are trying to do.

Trustee Leon

Mr. Julien, I do fairly understand what you are trying to explain to the Board.  My point is you made that request for so much; my mention to you is because we have a CDB Grant for the Not For Profit Organizations in Rockland County, I am wondering did you apply for it, did you receive any money from the CDB Grant this year to help with the problems you are facing.

Renold Julien

Well I will say for the past eight to ten year’s Konbit Neg Lakay, has applied for CDB money.  Unfortunately this year I don’t know if the Board of Trustees didn’t find Konbit Neg Lakay’s proposal good enough.

Trustee Delhomme

We sent your name, we voted to send your name.

Mayor Jasmin

Hold on one minute, Rita Grayson she is the person that handles the Community Development Department.  She sends everything to us, and then they send it to the County.  Let me make it clear to you, that you are not the only organization that was cut this year; they cut the Martin Luther King Center, they cut your organization, they cut I think most of the child care resources if I’m not mistaken, they cut a lot. The only three that received money was Hasco, West Street Day Care, and they probably gave some to Gesner if I’m not mistaken.  During my time on this Board they used to give the Village $300,000, last year they gave us $140,000, and this year they cut it drastically to $100,000.  The excuse was that there is no money; the State didn’t give them that much money.  Not only that to support what they said, they cut five billion dollars from the CDB Grant nationwide that’s federal.  So I want you to understand that it is not the person handling the money, it’s the money that they sent to each County to do whatever.     

Trustee Leon

I need to know exactly, for a Not for Profit organization like this, not to be in our community would be a disservice to our community.  So I am more than glad to move this item, I even more strongly vote to subtract the $5,000 from the CDB money rather than giving it from the tax payer’s money.  That is what I want to make clear for the Board, whether it is $5,000 or $4,000, I wish that the Mayor makes sure that the money doesn’t come from the tax payers, and instead that it is subtracted from the money that we did receive from the CDB Grant.  In order to provide Mr. Julien with some subsidy funding.

Mayor Jasmin

It cannot be done that way, this is City money.  It is like we are applying the same way he is applying, so if we apply we have to be accountable for what we received.  Therefore when you say tax payer’s money, it is the same thing we are going to provide.

Trustee Leon

I just hope that next year, that you find a better way of obtaining funding, and I enter in a motion.

Mayor Jasmin

I just want everyone to know that as a Board, we are advocating for our Not for Profit organization, but the County makes the decisions it is not ours to make.

Good evening Mayor and members of the Board.  As the notice was read this is a continuation of a public hearing for a change of zone from R2 to PRD, I believe the flood plain was done the last time we were here, but if not we will ask for a vote with respect to that.  

Mayor Jasmin

Before you go any further I don’t believe it was done.

Kevin Conway

I would include it again; I don’t believe it was done.

Ira Emanuel

Ok better to be safe than sorry.  The main proposal is to build nine town house units on this property which is just north of Lakeview Apartments.  In order to get that accomplished we are asking for flood plain permit, because a small portion of the property is within the flood plain of the Pascack River, the property is right across from Memorial Park, and the Pascack River of course flows through Memorial Park.  Just to the south we have a large apartment complex Lakeview Apartments, which is zoned RSH and if you look in the narrative that was submitted to the Board there is a map that was prepared based upon the map that was prepared by the Rockland County Planning Department showing the various land uses in the area.  As you can note from the map many of the properties in this area, are already used as multi-family or three-family housing.  The PRD overlay district is about a block and a half away from where this property is, RSH is just to the south and also just to the north of Memorial Park, if you go across to Memorial Park to the Business District that is the beginnings of your Urban Renewal, and you have these beautiful apartment buildings that are going up right now.  The proposed nine town houses that my client wants to build will provide a nice transition from the large apartment complex to the smaller one to two-family homes but also be in keeping with the character of the of the community.  So, we ask that the zone be changed from R2 to PRD and then a Special Permit be granted to allow the applicant to then go forward to the Zoning Board of Appeals and then back to the Planning Board for site plan approval.  The Planning Board did grant a Negative DEC with respect to this application.  The environmental reviews have been completed and we are happy to answer any questions.

Trustee Delhomme

Since you received the Negative DEC from the County, you need the majority plus to move everything requested.  
Ira Emanuel

No, the Negative DEC is from your Planning Board.

Trustee Leon

Thank you very much and I know you always consider me (inaudible) I need to know your answer. From item numbers five and six, from Mr. Kauker and I want to know what you are going to say, because I don’t want any water, storm waters to come from there and dip into my area, my community.  So I would like to address that to the Board and make sure that we recognize it. 

Ira Emanuel

Under the rules that this Village has, which is the same as every community in Rockland County, we cannot allow the (inaudible) work to escape the property at any rate faster after construction than it currently comes off  before construction.  This is called a zero net run off.  Sometimes it’s just called zero net because his real name is called so long.  I’m not an engineer, as you know Mr. Leon, but the engineer has prepared information that was given to Mr. Kauker as part of the environmental review showing that he can in fact construct drainage systems that will meet the zero net requirements.  In addition, with respect to flood plain, we can provide for construction that will keep the occupants safe from flood waters based upon a hundred year flood level and that of course meets the standard for the flood plain where the one hundred year flood level is based upon the Federal insurance maps and we can provide for construction that will make sure that the occupants and their belongings are safe.  There are a number of ways to do that.  The easiest, and I don’t know if this is what the occupant plan to do, the easiest obviously is to put it on stilts just to raise the building.  So, while the ground level may be below the flood level, the building itself will be above.  
Trustee Leon

So suppose we as a government, propose to raise the level of the street, in case of any storm water coming down, after raising the street level up. The question that I want to make, is will that be affected by the level of the street and again in the case of storm water runoff. 

Ira Emanuel

Again, I am not an engineer.  The street is between our property and the river;  I would assume it would act as a dam.

Trustee Leon

How would that affect the character of the community?

Ira Emanuel

As I said the community is currently a very mixed community of single family, two family, three family, multi-family housing.  Right across the street, (inaudible), Allison Street, is the large Lakeview Apartments.  I included that (inaudible) map so that you could see right in front of you what the character of the community is.  You have this mix.  This also will replace old homes that have seen better days become brand new townhouse units.  That will attract people to the area.  A lot of work was done to try to improve the area before we had the downtrend in 2008.  I represented a lot of those applicants and very nice units were built, now we are starting to see it come back.  
Trustee Leon

The last question that I have, if I may interject is about the landscaping, because we have to enhance on the beauty of that area, being my concern is the park and the construction we plan to do later on to the park.

Ira Emanuel 

The landscaping is very important to the perspective renters, have you heard of the phrase curb appeal.

Mayor Jasmin

Trustee I think we have heard enough.  Ira can you provide a rendering for the Board to see how it’s going to look, number one. Number two what I am going to request a lot of the developments done in the Village of Spring Valley where they promised they are going to do sidewalks.  The Board cannot do this.  We are spending a lot of money for people requesting sidewalks.  As a matter of fact we have one scheduled for you on that project. So, anyway I am going to request that they put sidewalks there.  The applicants, we need sidewalks there.
