UNFINISHED BUSINESS

The next item on the agenda, Approval to Purchase a Show Mobile Stage for the Village of Spring Valley, was pulled.

Debate:

Mayor Jasmin

It’s been a struggle to get certain things for the Village, especially for the residents to utilize.  We have a couple of events where we need a show mobile stage.  With the help of Trustee Gross I met with a person that has rentals to rent stages.  They have stages for sale.  The price for the rental is $6,000 for one event.  When I calculated four events for a year that is $24,000 and for four years that is $96,000.  So, I do not see why we should not consider having this show mobile for the Village and for the residents to use it.  We have the 4th of July coming and we do not have a stage for it.     

Trustee Delhomme
Right now we do not even have a sweeper.  So, a show mobile is a luxury.  You would need to have a special person to run it.  We need to find out first how we are going to do that, are we going to train someone.
Mayor Jasmin

The show mobile does not have maintenance.  

Trustee Delhomme
Yes it does, big time.

Mayor Jasmin

You open it, you close it and you pull it.  Excuse me, listen everybody is watching our behavior on this Board, each person have their turn to speak.  It is not proper to argue all the time. We have to conduct the business of the people in the right way.  I am just explaining.  The sweeper that you are talking about, we have two sweepers.  They are working and they are out there.  If you go tomorrow you will see.  You can go to DPW and check that for yourself.  So, you are telling me that in this great Nation, the Land of Opportunity that gives every single one of us the opportunity to be served and you’re telling me that there is a requirement for the people of Spring Valley to have a stage to celebrate the 4th of July so you Trustees are not going to approve it.
Trustee Delhomme
No.  At this junction, the people need food.  The economy is just too high for me to take $110,000 and buy a show mobile just for a couple of days and park it to carry dust.  If it’s possible at the pleasure of the Trustees to rent something to make the Mayor happy, I am still going to vote no because we do not need such a thing.  But, the towns are in trouble, the Country is in trouble.  If I would take $110,000 I would be crazy.  I would rather go to some of the home owners and give each one of them $5,000.  That’s my feelings.  I say no, wait see what we can do better.  Let’s clean our Village first.  Let’s take care of those things and then we go for a show mobile.  I have no problem with that Mayor.  
Trustee Gross

I would like to explain to the Board.  I did some research on this.  The reason I am not voting on this now is that I am not done with it.  I have a proposal for the Mayor that this show mobile can pay for itself in one year.  There are many companies out there who want to lease the show mobile from us, which means we can have it for free.  Within a year we will make back the money.  We met with a guy who does this for business, he came down he researched for buying it.  He said that within one year he can bring us back the money.  He can bring us back between $16,000 and $100,000 in a year.

Mayor Jasmin

If we purchase the show mobile it will pay for itself in one year.  Each town or village has their own set of rules.  So, you cannot mix apples and oranges.  
Trustee Delhomme

You can do it, but I am not for it.  I will not take the people money and buy a show mobile.  I have one vote and I will not vote for this.

Trustee Gross

We sat down yesterday and I told them, please bring us more information.  For now, I think it fair to say the Mayor did a great job in getting it down to $3,000.00 for the rent instead of the regular price of $6,000.00.  

Trustee Delhomme

What do you think Trustee Leon?  We can rent it for that.

Mayor Jasmin
Let me just say this, that means that every year we will spend $12,000 for a rental.  Why can’t we buy our own?  Not only can we buy our own, but we can rent it to even make a profit throughout the year.  I want the people to see what we are dealing with on this Board.  It’s about having your own and making a profit.  You would rather keep spending.  
Trustee Delhomme

We are not ready for luxury, Madam Mayor.  In the future, maybe.  A couple of years down the line.

Mayor Jasmin

It’s unbelievable.  Therefore, you people who are watching out there can make your own conclusion with this one.  Trustee Leon has a comment to make.  
Trustee Leon

Let me comment on that issue, particularly as a person with years of experience on the Board.  I do not feel that it is proper now for the Village to buy a show mobile, for $16,000 or $100,000.  First of all to put in a garage, second of all that show mobile was never budgeted.  We have to make sure we respect the fiscal budget that we passed recently because we cannot jump on certain things and pretend that we are going to spend the taxpayer’s money for certain features that officials are going to use, not the people.  I disagree with the Mayor saying we are going to buy the show mobile for the people because people will never sit down on that show mobile.  It will be bought for the officials to show themselves show off and make a big speech and to show off.  Now the Village is in deep crisis, we have everybody complaining about raises, we have streets to be cleaned, we have the streets to be repaired and many other things that the $100,000 can be allocated for.  We have to stick to the fiscal budget we recently passed.  If we go around and since we have some (inaudible) pretending that we can (inaudible) anyway to buy a show mobile I don’t think it is kosher for this Board and with the crisis going on in this Country, in the State and the local government.  I am opposed to that and as long as I am sitting on the Board that show mobile will not be a part of it.

Mayor Jasmin

Let me answer you Trustee Leon.  Yes, we do have a budget and that’s why we can transfer from one line to another.  You don’t have to budget for certain items, we can transfer money.  I am very proud of myself as a sitting Mayor for almost three years to have a surplus, $.4 million plus.  It’s not just words; you can come and check for yourself.  I am doing a wonderful job for this great Village and I think the people of Spring Valley deserve the best.  (Trustee Leon interrupting) Excuse me, I let you speak.  I am not finished.

Trustee Leon
Don’t stop me Mayor.  I am not finished yet.  Listen to me carefully.  I don’t want you to use the $100,000 for a show mobile, you can pave Union Road.  I want you to go around with your SUV to see that Spring Valley is not appropriate for the drivers. 
Trustee Delhomme

Mr. Leon you do not have to go there.

Trustee Leon
Don’t get me started now, I am really just getting started in front of the public (inaudible, - Trustee Leon banging on the desk and yelling very loud and can’t understand what he is saying).  
Trustee Delhomme

Mr. Leon, you don’t have to go that far.

Mayor Jasmin

Excuse me, I preside over this.  Let me say this to you and I want the people of Spring Valley to see the character (interrupted by Trustee Leon).

Trustee Leon
That’s right because of your temperament Madam Mayor.  You don’t even know how to conduct yourself Mayor (inaudible) is getting too high.  It’s just too high. I am not going to vote for the show mobile Madam Mayor and I stand firm on it and no one can convince me otherwise. 
Mayor Jasmin

This is what you have.

Trustee Leon
Absolutely yes, I am just getting warmed up Madam Mayor and don’t make me say more. 

Mayor Jasmin

As you can see the (interrupted by Trustee Leon).

Trustee Leon
I am just getting warmed up.

Mayor Jasmin

As you can see the ugliness.

Trustee Leon
Definitely (inaudible) on the Board and that’s the only way you can take me out.  You better be quiet now or I will say more.
Mayor Jasmin

There are no manners or professionalism. 

Trustee Leon

Absolutely not, because you don’t deserve it.
Mayor Jasmin

On this Board you can see that clearly.  

Trustee Leon

You’re spending the taxpayer’s money the wrong way, Madam Mayor. I can go on all night long. Don’t think I’m bothered by that, I am proud of myself sitting here for the people of the Village. That’s what you get in return.
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

Let’s just call the roll and vote on this.

Mayor Jasmin

This is what you have.

Trustee Leon

Absolutely and I am happy about it. It’s not a game Madam Mayor, this is too high and I will not vote for it. Next year your butt will be out of here.  
Mayor Jasmin

As you can see (Trustee Leon interrupted).  No, he wants to be ugly, let him be ugly.

Trustee Leon

Absolutely I want to be ugly too. That’s my nature. I am the only one sitting on the Board (inaudible).

Mayor Jasmin

Trustee Leon I have to ask you to refrain with your outburst.

Trustee Leon
I am not going to refrain.  That’s the truth.  The truth shall set you free and this Board does not get you angry.  I am getting the truth out now. The show mobile will not be bought now.  I am sorry and I am vividly oppose to that.  
Trustee Gross

The motion is pulled Mayor.  Let’s pull this motion and make it New Business and we will rent one.  We will bring back the motion when we have the meeting with the guy.  

Mayor Jasmin

There is no such thing on my agenda for a rental.  Let me finish with one thing.  I want people to be aware that there are certain people who are not even aware of what’s going on in Spring Valley.  

Trustee Leon

Don’t even go there Mayor.  
Trustee Delhomme

Trustee Leon, be quiet now.

Trustee Leon

Your lack of knowledge does not amaze me.   Stick to your show mobile.  The tax payer’s won’t pay for a show mobile, you show off.  You show your tail off.
Trustee Delhomme

Then abstain, Gross, The Mayor does not listen either.  Madam Mayor I need a minute to talk about this.  

Mayor Jasmin

I am going to yield to you in one minute.  I am doing a great job for this wonderful Village and I think the people of Spring Valley deserve the best.   I want people to know that there is a lot of street paving going on this year alone; Collins Avenue, Cole Avenue; we paved Ridge Avenue; we did miles of sidewalks in Spring Valley.  It’s so unfortunate that people on board, especially Trustee Leon have no knowledge of what’s going on in this great Village.  And I will continue to do so.  As you can see the professionalism, the respect for the people of Spring Valley (Trustee Leon interrupted)

Trustee Leon

Don’t fool the people Madam Mayor.  I will not play with you. 

Mayor Jasmin

As you can see the behavior (Trustee Leon interrupted)

Trustee Leon

I am proud of it.
Mayor Jasmin

Robert Rules of Order, as you can see he does not know the Robert Rules of Orders, when people are speaking.  

Trustee Leon

I could teach you that because that’s grade school.  Your ugly ass self and your lack of education.  
Trustee Delhomme

Ladies and gentlemen, it’s my turn now.  I noticed that this Board in the last two and one half years, nobody have respect for one another.  I try to compose myself, I am elected by the people and I have the right to make decisions without somebody calling me names, that’s my choice, but even when somebody calls me a name I move on, I will not become psychotic.  The thing we are talking about is basically a professional thing.  When somebody say do you have a maintenance person on board, do you have a mechanic on board, the financial situation of the Country, of the Villages of the Town, it’s not good enough for us to do that right now.  Let’s negotiate.  Just because we do not buy it this year doesn’t mean that at one point we can’t do that.  Yes, we paved some streets, but there are a lot more to be paved.  It’s not just one street because some political gain someone asked for it.  We need to fix things to make the people happier.  That’s my only concern.  There’s no political gain in that for either one of you to curse and fight with each other.  Let’s postpone this.

Mayor Jasmin
