Kevin Freeman – 16 Hollow Road, Monroe, NY (Spring Valley PBA President)
I stand here tonight on behalf of Police Officer John Roper and my fellow members of Spring Valley PBA.  At this time we are here to respectfully ask that you Mayor and Trustees address Officer John Roper’s administrative leave and return him to work immediately and without delay.  For the past fifteen months Officer Roper’s career and personal life has been deeply affected by the tragic events that took place on the morning of December 14th, 2011.  Throughout this time he has complied with all that has been asked of him and rewards to return to full duty.  He’s been cleared by three different physicians, including one that was hired by the Village of Spring Valley.  He was also cleared by a grand jury of his peers on an unprecedented act the District Attorney of Rockland, Thomas Zugibe came to the Village Workshop meeting and summarized the outcome of the grand jury proceedings along with his office’s investigation to the Mayor and the Trustees.  In addition, numerous discussions have taken place between the Spring Valley PBA and the Rockland County PBA with an attorney who represents the Mayor and the Village Board.  To our dismay these discussions have failed to bring Officer Roper back to duty, nor do we know of any valid reason why Officer Roper has not been returned to full duty.  As you know Police Officers have a very difficult job and a split second decision one in which Officer Roper made stays with us for a lifetime.  It is demoralizing to the entire Spring Valley Police Department and to the law enforcement community as a whole when an Officer has taken the proper measures to return to work and yet no support has been shown by your administration.   Officer Roper has been used as a political pawn this election year by the Mayor and Village Trustees.  We ask that you now show the support that you have failed to show over the past fifteen months in matters surrounding Officer John Roper.  Although these events that occurred cannot be changed, your support is long overdue and it’s time for Officer Roper to return to work serving the people of Spring Valley.

Upper Room House of Worship Food Bank, Inc. – 118 Bethune Blvd., Spring Valley, NY
Good evening Mayor and Trustees of the Board.  I am representing the Upper Room House of Worship.  The Upper Room House of Worship has a food bank and our food bank is registered through the coordinator and our food bank has a TGIF Program that we are implementing in Spring Valley.  We are here tonight for your support of our program.  We know the Village has all the children and families at heart.  The TGIF Program provides weekend supplies and nutritious non-perishable foods for the children, for the low income families or people who live from pay check to pay check.  We want to collaborate with the Village, but we collaborate with the schools, we collaborate with the community and the County of Rockland, including school officials, community organizations, faith-based organizations, parents and children for a successful (inaudible) to help with the education of our children in the community.  So, we are asking for your help and support of our program.

Mayor Jasmin

Sister Janice Shields we have great news for you tonight.  We put you on the agenda.  I have to apologize, we had a long meeting with the Board members, so we did not have a chance for you to come and present to the Board.  We always try to support organizations who try to do good in our community.  It’s a tough time.  The item is 7d.  What I would like for you to do is tell them about this package you have in front of us and tell them what’s in there and how you are going to present it to the community.
Ms. Janice Shields – 151 Bethune Blvd., Spring Valley, NY

The first one consist of two juices, two milks (one regular (1%) milk and one chocolate milk), we also pack the bags depending on whether they have food allergies, as well.  We have apples in that bag, it has the snacks that are provided and we give that for the weekend, so that when the kids come back they can be focused.  We also have two cookies and so forth, well it’s not a cookie, it’s a Granola Bar, we try to make sure it is nutritious. Each student will receive that.  We currently have 119 students presently in our enrollment and we are still growing.  We present this once a week.  We bring it to the schools on Wednesdays and they distribute on Fridays.  We have volunteers who help pack and fill the bags.  Your help would be appreciated if you can volunteer, too.   The second bag consists of their breakfast and their lunch.  Each child is given sufficient food for the weekend.  If we have a long weekend we would provide for that duration.  
Trustee Delhomme

One of the things that I am looking at is at certain places where you pick up food, one of the things that I look for because I did not see it is, I was hoping that you was coming to the workshop, are you not for profit?  
Ms. Janice Shields

Yes we are.

Trustee Delhomme

I was looking for it and it was not in the package.

Ms. Janice Shields

I apologize, I do not have it with me right now, but I will get it for you.  We do have it.  We are definitely a 501(c)3 with an EIN number as well.

Trustee Delhomme

So we will vote on this Madam, and make this part of the agreement, that we receive a copy of the form.

How many children do you serve?

Ms. Janice Shields

We are currently serving 119 students at this present time, but it is growing.  We just received applications that we are submitting to the other schools.  At this present time we are serving 9 schools in the districts.  The district is East Ramapo.  
Trustee Leon

Nothing for Ramapo Central?  Just East Ramapo?

Ms. Janice Shields

Our district.  East Ramapo.

Trustee Leon

How long have you been operating the program?

Ms. Janice Shields

We’ve been operating for the past three weeks with this program and we’ve been operating on volunteers and funds that were donated.  But, the food bank has been operating since 1995.  

Trustee Leon

At the end of the year, (inaudible) how far do you expect to go?
Ms. Janice Shields

Well, with your help and dedication we are hoping to go as far as we can with the program of all the schools in East Ramapo.   Hopefully, we will be serving between 250 and 500 students.  That’s our goal.  It might go beyond depending on the need in the community. 
Trustee Leon

You are located in a specific area?

Ms. Janice Shields

Well, we are serving low poverty and also people who are living from paycheck to paycheck.  At this present time we are serving all of East Ramapo School District.
Trustee Leon

I know that Reverend Theresa Darden Clapp, she used to be a Chaplain.  

Ms. Janice Shields

She still is a Chaplain.  I am sorry she could not be here tonight.  

Trustee Leon

I observed that The Upper Room House of Worship is part of the jail (inaudible) could you explain that?  
Ms. Janice Shields

We have three subordinates from The Upper Room House of Worship and the Rockland County Jail House Outreach Ministry, Inc. is one and then The Upper Room House of Worship Food Bank is two and then the Church itself.  So we have three entities.  

Trustee Leon

Separate entities?  Under her leadership?
Ms. Janice Shields

Yes, she is the Co-Founder and Director.  

Trustee Leon

And Joelle Alexandre?

Ms. Janice Shields

She is one of the coordinators from the school.  She is actually with the PTA.  
Trustee Leon

How many people serve on your Board?

Ms. Janice Shields

We have six people on our Board.
