Good evening.  I have lived at 4 Sherman Street since 1970.  For the last year and a half I have been getting water into my house that I’ve never seen before.  A new house was built at 69 Division Street and that’s when the water started.  Today I met with Manny from the Building Department and the owner of the house was going to put new pipes but they claimed that Division Street needs sidewalks.  I met this women today and she claimed that she has a foot of water in her house.  Never before, she’s been there 28 years.  Two years ago I rebuilt my house.  I’m going to get mold in my house if it continues.  It destroyed a shed that I had for thirty years and in one hour I had 3 1/2 “ outside and 4” inside.  I can pump it out, but after a while I’m going to get mold.  I’m going to lose my home.
Mayor Jasmin

Mr. Lacher how long has this been occurring to your house?  

Eugene Lacher

The last year and a half and it’s getting worse and worse.  

Mayor Jasmin

Is it due to a new construction there?

Eugene Lacher

A new house has been built behind me.  That’s when it started, but he claims it’s coming through the street down through his property and he’s put pipes and he’s going to put more pipes, but he said it’s not going to help until sidewalks are done.

Mayor Jasmin

Manny came to my office.

Eugene Lacher

Yes, he said he spoke to you and that I should make an appointment with you.

Mayor Jasmin

Yes you should make an appointment with me and we can go take a look at it to see if it’s a pipe issue or a sidewalk issue

Eugene Lacher

This lady here she has the same problem. She’s got a foot of water in her house. 
Mayor Jasmin

Yes, I realize this, Manny addressed the issue with me.  

Eugene Lacher

In all these years living there I’ve had a little of water, but never this much.  

Mayor Jasmin

Could you take pictures, although I am going to go there, hopefully by Friday.

Eugene Lacher 

I have to have a camera and I have Parkinson Disease, I can’t do these things.  First time I’ve prayed so hard in my life.  I saw this water coming out of my shed and it filled up my yard and I looked down crawl space and there was water there.    

Mayor Jasmin

So, you have been having this problem for the last year and a half?  
Eugene Lacher

What happened was that he ripped the house down because he found that the woman who was living there before had water in the crawl space all that time.  That’s why I wasn’t getting the water.  We had little water, but nothing like that.  I don’t want to mention her name, she chased all around with the cats and for years I put up with her, but I never knew she had water in the house.  He had to rip the house down to rebuild.

Okay, I’ll take a look at it on Friday.  Anyone else?  If it’s the same issue we’ve got it.  
Livia Pinos, 67 Division Avenue & Luis Vega (son of applicant)
Yes, it’s the same issue.  I’ve lived there for 25 years and never had this problem.  

Mayor Jasmin

I will be there on Friday.  Please leave your number.  I want to make sure that it is sidewalks and not pipes.  I want to see it myself although I am not an engineer, I want to make it clear for the record, but I will come with someone.  I’ve been dealing with this issue for a very long time in Spring Valley.  There are other things we are doing as a Village, the south side in the other part of Spring Valley; we’ve been having a lot of flooding.   (Inaudible) the same way they neglected Robert Pitt Drive and we have litigation against the Sewer Commission, the Water Company and O & R, that’s the result of it and now they are fixing it.  I have to look into this before I even can say it’s a pipe or get new sidewalks.

I stopped by the new building in Memorial Park.  We have some issues.  We have a working room which is not feasible because of the lack of ventilation.  Other issues are mold already in the building.  I don’t think it is fair because it’s a new building and everything should be taken care of.    The bathroom is in need of fixing.  Waiting for the Mayor to give the okay to buy the parts to be bought.   The Mayor was not there on time for them to buy those parts, which is inconsiderate.  It’s a new building and everything should be taken care of.  The Director should be given permission to buy those things and report it to the Mayor if need be because it is a brand new place and people are visiting. Should be maintained properly.  As I said before, the workout room is not feasible enough, the equipment should be moved and placed somewhere else for people to use and not catch any disease because of a lack of ventilation. I think they are doing a good job in the park, they have some recreation going on in the park and we need to hire more people.  I also visited the Civic Center and found that there is a lack of staff to carry on the youth program.  Therefore, I think the Board should be aware of what’s going on there and provide the proper staff and equipment for the children to operate well.  We have crisis in the Park and crisis in the Civic Center. I want to make you aware of it and make the proper decisions.

Thank you Trustee Leon, let me respond to some of your allegations.  I want you to do your homework because it seems like you are not doing your homework at all.  Number one, the room that has the equipment in the Memorial Park building with the equipment has been certified by the Board of Health and that’s where we got the grade for that.
