Mayor’s Report – 9/11 Ceremony 

Good evening!  Today marks the 11th Anniversary of the September 11th terrorist attacks.  Eleven years ago today, four planes were hijacked.  Two were flown directly into the World Trade Center Towers in New York City, both towers later collapsed.  A third plane was flown into the Pentagon in Arlington, Virginia.  The fourth plane – well, that one was taken over, from the hijackers, by the American passengers on board who were made aware of what was going on with the other hijacked planes and weren’t willing to allow the same ending.
So they fought the hijackers, took over the cockpit and crashed the plane in a field in Pennsylvania.  We now believe that plan was headed to the United States Capitol Building in Washington, DC or perhaps the White House.  The United States suffered the loss of over 3,000 lives due to the suicide malicious acts of militants associated with the Islamic extremist group Al-Qaeda.  It was a day of extreme loss and sorrow for America.

Rockland County lost 80 people in the 911 terrorist attacks and 5 had close ties to our beloved community here in Spring Valley.  Christ Scudder, Mohammed Shajahan, Robert Joseph Gschaar, Farah Jeudy and fire fighter Vernon Allan Richard – all started their day on September 11, 2011 like any other day – unfortunately, they never returned home.  We will never forget their smiles, their love and sense of purpose.  They were our loved ones, our neighbors, our friends.  We love them; we miss them and will cherish their memories always.
George W. Bush announced from the White House oval office at 9pm on September 11, 2001 – “Terrorist attacks can shake the foundations of our biggest buildings but they cannot touch the foundation of America.”  Following the terrorist attacks, beginning on September 12th – America came together.  We worked and prayed as one.  We were united because everyone, in our area at least, knew someone or knew someone who knew someone, who either lost a loved one or was in the area when the attacks occurred.  Even if just for a short while, we were one.  We were sympathetic, empathetic, we cared…..
And here in Spring Valley we still care.  I care.

I am proud to say, that after years of searching; the tireless efforts of our men and women of our armed forces’ have paid off.  Our President, the Commander in Chief, made the tough decision and gave the order to bring Al-Qaeda leader, Osama Bin Laden to ultimate justice.

On May 2nd, 2011 President Barack Obama announced to the World that Osama Bin Laden had been killed!  Because of President Barack Obama’s decision making, leadership, willingness to work together with those with perhaps different backgrounds or views and his strong resolve. We live in a stronger and safer America without the threat of Al-Qaeda.

No, we will never forget, for we have learned a lot about ourselves, our country, our people and our ability to work together when we want to.  We will all remember, as we all….

Move FORWARD.  I would like to thank all the men who are here in uniform today.  At this time I would like the audience to stand for a moment of silence (bag pipes plays).

God Bless you all.

The Mayor requested that Spring Valley Police Chief Paul Modica address the audience with other Police Officers and Firemen by his side.  
The National Anthem was sung by Worship Master Jean Nicolas.

The Mayor thanked all who took part in the ceremony, we will never forget.  Shortly around 7:30 p.m. we had a bomb scare in Spring Valley.  So, we have to cherish, like the Chief said, every single moment.  So, I hope you take his advice when you go tonight to your homes you will hug your loved ones because you never know.  The reason some of the guys are not here is because they are still at that scene.  They are out there sacrificing their lives defusing whatever it may be.  We are hoping is it not.  But, we have to take precautions to save you and that is what they’ve been doing for a number of years.  These men and women have been sacrificing their lives on your behalf and I thank them so much.  I would also like to thank the Village Clerk, Ms. Sherry Scott, and her staff for the display of the plaques and pictures which were hung on the walls of 9/11 victims in Rockland County.

The mother of Christopher J. Scudder (a 9/11 victim) was asked to stand.  The Mayor spoke these words to her, we thank you so much for the ultimate sacrifice and there are no words we can tell you tonight to replace your son.  But, on behalf of everyone who are here, we feel your pain, feel your loss and it is a day that we will never, ever forget.  Thank you so much for attending this memorial.  Thank you.  God Bless you.

I was in contact today with certain municipalities asking them the same thing.  We really do not have a jail.  We have a cell block where we can hold people for a limited time.  The Judge has to come over, process them, send them to the County.  The County does have Chaplains.  If we need Chaplains we probably maybe need one.  If we have to need such a thing, it would be one.  But, to have four or five people I do not understand that, as an elected official, but if it is for political reasons so be it.  But, if it is for something that is really needed, to help, I don’t see the need for Chaplains in the Village.  If we need one, it could be one, but not four or five.  Where are we going to put them?  We only have three little cell blocks in there where we can hold people for two hours.  We are going to run Chaplains over Chaplains.  I don’t think our great Pastors should be put into that kind of position.  I especially do not want to see the Church involved in politics and I am against it all the time.  I have been in the Village longer than anybody else, so my vote would be abstaining for Chaplains.

STATE OF NEW YORK

A Local Law to amend Chapter 126, Flood Damage Prevention
Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Spring Valley, County of Rockland, State of New York that the Code of the Village of Spring Valley amend as set forth below.  

Purpose and Findings
The Village Board of Trustees finds that the New York State Department of Environmental Protection has issued a Letter of Map Revision which amends the Flood Insurance Rate Map panel number 0002C as well as revising the Flood Insurance Study Profiles 01P through 06P and Floodway Data 02.  These changes to the Village’s Flood Insurance Rate Map requires the Village to formally adopt the Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) before the Village can issue permits based upon the information on the LOMR.  Therefore, this local law is being adopted to comply with the State’s requirement.

Chapter 126 Flood Damage Prevention

Section 1. § 126 Basis for establishing areas of special flood hazard.

A. The areas of special flood hazard are identified and defined on the following documents prepared by the Federal Emergency Management Agency 

(4) Letter of Map Revision effective March 8, 2005, FEMA Case No. 04-02-43P, which incorporates a revised hydraulic analysis of an Unnamed Tributary to Pascack Brook affecting panel 365440002C and in the Flood Insurance Study.  Floodway Data Table 03 and Flood Profiles 01p through 06P.

Section 2. Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or other portion of this law is for any reason declared unconstitutional or invalid, in whole or in part, by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable and such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect the remaining portions of this law, which shall continue in full force and effect.

SECTION 13.   Effective Date

Unless otherwise specified, this local Law shall take effect upon filing with the office of the Secretary of State, pursuant to section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
