To Mayor Noramie Jasmin and Board of Trustees, Village Attorney, Village Clerk on behalf of the Rockland County Athletic Soccer League I would like to stand on behalf of Ricardo, unfortunately he could not be here tonight, but I would like to present our honorable Mayor Noramie Jasmin with a plaque of appreciation and dedication.  They appreciate your support and all your effort you have put in toward the children of our community.  Just like you said a little while ago, our youth are our future.  They want me thank you from the bottom of their hearts for all that you do.

Mayor Jasmin

I want to express myself.  I am a little bit disappointed that Ricardo is not here.  But, I thank you for taking the time off your busy schedule to come here to present this on behalf of Rockland Athletic Club.  Yes, I think the whole Board does enjoy soccer and it’s one of the sports that we really enjoy.  We will always be there to support the Athletic League and also the youngsters who play this great sport we encourage them to continue to participate; not only boys, but girls also.  It is a great pleasure to accept this prestigious award.  Thank you.
Melissa Williams, 14 Union Road, Apt. 1-C, Spring Valley, NY (Harvest House)
Good evening Board members.  I am here to address some issues and I won’t be very long.  The Salvation Army was so nice to help me to get this in typing.  I would just like to read it and quickly address my issues.  The tenants at the Harvest has recently experienced an overflow of sewerage water coming from the front yard premises.  This problem is hazardous to our health and the stench is unbearable.  Tenants could confront the rental management pertaining to the flood. The majority of the first floor tenants had an overflow of sewerage and one spoke of damage to their furniture.  We the tenants need to know if this problem has been addressed to the housing authority committee and we the tenants would like an explanation as to why we were charged $25.00 for maintenance assistance.  We would also like to address our attention about the removal of trees.  In the month of August, residents spoke to the Executive Director, Keith Burrell, and Mayor Noramie Jasmin that the debris of their trees had been falling onto the property in the backyard garbage disposal area that is sitting in front of these trees.  Tenants are asking for a speedy response to remove these trees.  We find that when disposing our garbage at the backyard garbage disposal area it’s risky and dangerous to residents and nothing to date has been done.  The last is that we would like to know if there is an emergency regarding evacuation, many of us who cannot help ourselves, where would we be transported to.    There are many seniors there with wheel chairs and some with walkers some are having difficulties like myself with vision and this is very important.  My brothers and sisters do not live here anymore in the State of New York and I had also promised them that I would find out some information in case of any emergency they would know where I would be transported to.  I would need an answer for that.  But, my problem along with the residents is that we have been charged for them to come and snake out the sewage water.  My bathroom sink and the kitchen sink overflows.  The water comes into the living room and it goes into the bathroom, closets, overflowing as it spreads.  This water we think is coming from the stream in the back or it’s just coming from backup from the sewerage, but it’s a lot of (inaudible) and bacteria and feces in the water.  I am not even able to use my kitchen when that happens and every time it rains that happens.  We would like to know how to handle this problem and who we could be in contact with.  HUD or Housing Authority, what can be done?  Mr. Burrell knows about this problem and nothing has been addressed.  
Mayor Jasmin

Thank you Melissa for taking the time to come out, I saw you outside and that was brave of you because I have known you for a number of years, to come here to speak on behalf of the tenants of the Harvest House.  I thank you so much for opening this issue before the Board.  First question, how long have you been experiencing the sewerage issue?

Melissa Williams

This is the second time and I’ve been there a year in February.  This is the second time that sewerage has backed up into my apartment.  
Mayor Jasmin

Is this the first time they charged you for that?

Melissa Williams

They charge you each and every time they have to come, you know like to mop or a snake out.  In the lease it does state and I bought the lease with me.  It says in the section of maintenance it says “to give the landlord prompt notice” enough time, which I did.  It also says, “Notice of any defective of plumbing, fixtures, appliances (inaudible), equipment or any other part of the unit or related facilities”, that’s related facility.  And it states that here in the lease.

Mayor Jasmin

The section that you just read for me on the record, you said you contacted them in a timely fashion, was it by phone?

Melissa Williams

No.  I went there to management.  All the residents on the first contacted the management this happened on a weekend and when the management came in on that Sunday, he began mopping up and cleaning out.  He went out into the front yard to try to pump some of the water out, but it was such a large amount of overflow of sewerage.
Mayor Jasmin

Let me ask you something.  That happened twice this year?

Melissa Williams

It happened twice to me this year.  

Mayor Jasmin

In your apartment.

Melissa Williams

Yes.

Mayor Jasmin

Are you sure it’s the whole floor?

Melissa Williams

Yes, the entire floor.

Mayor Jasmin

If it’s the entire floor, it a big problem for me.  Not only do they have to do something quick about it, they have to contact the Sewer District of Rockland County.  I will contact Mr. Burrell and I want all the documents you have and the section of the lease you just read to us and also time if you remember, that you contacted them and they did not do anything about it and plus the charges.  So that we can start working on it as soon as possible.

Trustee Delhomme

Also, if there is anybody else in that building being charged those fees; I have had many contacts about charging the fees; especially the other side which is Gesner, they did that to.  So, if you have more than one person that you know have been charged fees for cleaning the sewerage system, please give it to the Village Attorney.  Bring them so that we can do something about it.  They are not supposed to charge you for a sewerage system.  
Melissa Williams

The problem with that is they won’t come out to defend for themselves; I have no choice but to defend for me.
Mayor Jasmin

You did absolutely the right thing.  

Leonard Carter, 14 Union Road, Apt. 4F (Harvest House, Spring Valley, NY

I am having problems with the hot water.  It’s been for a while.  I went over to Burrell and told him about the hot water.  Yes, I know about the sewerage.  I’ve been at the Harvest House since 2002.  They’ve been having that problem for a while.  There is also a problem with having the bathroom door locked on the first floor.  The laundry room is there and it’s always locked.  We have senior citizens who would be waiting for the Jitney Bus or doing their laundry and they can’t get into the bathroom downstairs and they have to go all the way back upstairs to their apartments and they can accidently soil themselves before they get there.  I’m on the fourth floor.  
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

Are you the only tenants who have problems?

Leonard Carter

No, everybody.  We even have a problem with hot water.  
Mayor Jasmin

It doesn’t matter whether it is one person or two.

Trustee Delhomme

When everybody is using the water at one time it takes away from the hot water heater.  One heater has to be added to it, that’s not a problem; they should have solved that problem.  They could do it themselves.  

Maceo Abraham  14 Union Road, Apt. 3c, Spring Valley, NY (Harvest House)
Good afternoon ladies and gentlemen.  I’ve been there since 2008.  My problem is fighting the bed bugs.  I have thrown out four couches and three mattresses and I’m tired and they want to charge to exterminate.  The problem is that when you exterminate an area, you have to do the whole building.  You can’t just do this room over here and jump over five other apartments because they keep coming back.  I’m tired of going to sleep with the light on getting bit.  And there is a certain gentleman that you can’t talk to.  He’s very rude and he’s nasty.  I don’t think that if you are in charge of all the people that you should have an attitude.  You should sit and listen to what they have to say.

Before we close the public participation, I thank all of you from the Harvest House for coming out tonight to address your issues.  Yes, the Board is very concerned and it’s not the first time that we have had complaints about the Harvest House.  But, this is the first time we are having these types of complaints about sewage backups, hot water, and bed bugs.  We will address it as soon as possible and we will let you know.

As seniors, if anyone approaches you in the wrong way you need to come and put in a complaint into the Police Department immediately.  You have come here to defend your rights.  If anybody approaches you, anybody, come and make the complaint and we will receive the complaint and we will act on your behalf.
