RESOLUTION NO. 300 OF 2013
APPROVAL OF THE REQUESTS FROM THE 
VILLAGE OF SPRING VALLEY FIRE INSPECTOR
Trustee Gross offered the following resolution, which was seconded by Deputy Mayor Desmaret and unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, the Fire Inspectors are responsible for investigating the cause and origin of all fires in the Village and have to respond to all calls; and

WHEREAS, the Fire Inspector requested Personal Protective Equipment, used Police cars, computers, I-Pad, two full time inspectors, one part time inspector; and

WHEREAS, such request requires the approval of the Village of Spring Valley Board of Trustees; now, therefore, it is hereby

RESOLVED, that the Village of Spring Valley Board of Trustees hereby approves the request from the Fire Inspector for Personal Protective Equipment which include three helmets, three pairs of boots, three pairs of gloves; and be it further
RESOLVED, that the Village of Spring Valley Board of Trustees hereby approves the request form the Fire Inspector of used Police cars, computers, I-Pad, two full time Fire Inspectors, and one part time Fire Inspector.

Debate:

Trustee Gross

Mr. Youngman would you please come up?  Mayor, I reviewed the paper and as liaison for Fire & Safety I went over a couple of things.  For now I am recommending to the Board that we should give you two helmets to start so you can get into an investigation after a fire and do your job.  We will give you gloves and a pair of boots, that the basic stuff.  We will put aside the bunker pants since they are (inaudible) part.  About the radio system for now we are trying to put it aside, I personally recommend to the Board since you know I am into fires, I don’t see where it’s going to make an issue for now, maybe at another time, so we’re moving ahead.  There’s another thing I recommended to the Board, since you mention about the time, that you need more people, I recommended to the Board that we would rather have a total of three full time inspectors than one full time and two part timers.  Based on what information you gave us and based on the information that we see, we do need a lot of inspections to be done and I think that two part timers will not be able to get as much done, so we would rather have three full timers.  One you have already and the other two whatever they need, the computers and we’re not going to go with the I-Pads for now because the I-Pads systems need to be set up as I understand and I guess for the other two or one because one; we have already, one vehicle.  We have get to another vehicle and we will see what it is, you know, which vehicle we can get, maybe one of our old Police cars or something for now.  We want to try to get the Fire Inspector’s Office rolling.  The Board financially is not ready to put it all up at one time; a brand new vehicle, but I think the Board is in agreement that we have should get you immediately is the three helmets because we hopefully will have three inspectors, the boots, the gloves and the vehicle for the third person; try to get immediately once we have him on.  

Mayor Jasmin

On record that’s what you pointed out as the liaison of Fire & Safety.  The first item you want helmets, gloves and the boots and also you want instead of part timers you want two full timers and one part timers which will make it three.   
Trustee Gross

And the two will need the computers and all that stuff.  But, the I-Pad is a good idea, but we need to set up first and it’s not set up.

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

So, you are saying the computers, but not the I-Pads, I agree with you with that, it may take a while to set that up.  

Mayor Jasmin

Hold on Mr. Youngman we have to put on record what is recommended first.  I have to start again.  Two helmets, gloves and boots and instead of two part timers, we need three full timers and also instead of a new car we will get an old police car and we are going to have some coming off the fleet.  Am I correct Chief?

Chief Modica

Hopefully, by the end of the summer.  

Mayor Jasmin

The cost of new (inaudible) lights and sirens (interrupted by Trustee Gross).
Trustee Gross

We will use what we have.  DPW have computers to do some lettering.  We have to work with what we have Mr. Frank.  

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

Trustee Gross just mentioned that we are going to need three instead of two part timers, three full timers?

Trustee Gross

Yes, I am sorry we now have one full timer and one part timer.  Based on the information that he gave us and based on the information of what we see what’s going on, he recommend another part timer.  What I recommended is that we should have instead of one full timer and two part timers we should have a total of three full timers, which mean that instead of having only two part timers add (inaudible) one and a half (inaudible); based on the information of the inspections that he gave to us as an inspector and what we see is going on.  
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

So, why don’t we hire one full timer and let the other person as a part timer (inaudible) increase.  
Trustee Gross

In business, if we have the request now, we need it done, we have the customers for it immediately, what are we waiting for?  
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

So, one thing you have to consider is that we already have the project, so, go now and get two full timers (interrupted).

Mayor Jasmin

So, I think what you are trying to say is let’s have two full timers and one part timer.  
Trustee Gross

I agree to that.  

Mayor Jasmin

Trustee Leon you don’t have any comments to that?

Trustee Leon

I have been listening very carefully to what Mr. Youngman has had to say to the Board.  I understand that we do need staff for the Building Department and we do need equipment and as a matter of fact if I understood well Trustee Gross he tried to put a hold on it, the tablets and I think those things (inaudible).  I think these tablets are very important.  The computers are also very important.  So, therefore, I would rather listen carefully about what Mr. Youngman who is sitting in the room now, to listen to why he want that, to be more clear on that.  If he want to hire two full timers now (inaudible).  
Frank Youngman

In regards to what you are saying, I think it would be best to hire a full time guy, Fire Inspector.  (inaudible) in the Village that if they were to hire a part guy, if it worked out then we could put this guy on full time.  I am thinking on the Village end of it, but you would save some money for the time being.  Like I say, if it works out we could put the guy on full time and we will at least get our foot in the door to get somebody here and from my point of view if we get somebody here and he was making it better for the Village we would get more inspections.   The Village Board would see the need for it and then put the person on.  See the need that we need a full time guy and add the full time guy perhaps put another part time guy, but I was thinking along the lines of the Village, how you guys would think.  With regards to the radio system at this point, the radios go on line as of today in North Rockland.  I guess by the end of the year they have to go on line, otherwise they lose their money, their grant.   So, by 2014 we will not be in that loop at all.  We will be out of it all together.  At some point in time I would like to see those radios.  The computers, I think the computers are necessary.  Trustee Gross brought up about the I-Pads, I agree with him with regards to the I-Pads of waiting until next year.  It is going to take some time to get the computers, if we do get computers and to set them up the way we want to do it.  Hopefully, the I-Pads will be in next year’s budget.  With regards to the vehicles; the Police Department is getting rid of those vehicles because the vehicles are shot, their cars are on the road 24 hours a day, seven days a week and they have like ten different guys driving the car, whereas, in the fire inspector office you have one guy driving the car.  That car will last you for ten years, maybe, more.  Ray has had the car he has now for ten years and having a new vehicle would be like a foundation.  Where am I going to put my equipment in regards to a computer, a printer and a car?  If we get a new vehicle now (inaudible) so that when next year’s budget come around I can put (inaudible) which will make my job a lot easier.  This vehicle (inaudible) 2013 at two-fifty and that’s the state bid price.  I thought having a new vehicle we would be great for us, we do not have to worry about it breaking down all the time.  The other thing is the overtime for the full time fire inspector.  It is imperative that we come out at the time of the calls and not an hour later or two hours later, I like to see the actual fire while it is burning, the color of the smoke, where the flames are, it helps with your investigation.  Also, talk with the people in the crowd, there are a lot of things you do.  Overtime is justified for the full time fire inspector and have additional time for me, too.  That was not discussed, but I don’t know what your feelings are on that.  If you read the articles I gave you each one tells you what my duties and responsibilities are.  It’s the job of the Fire Inspector to investigate the cause and origin of any fire in the Village.   Also, there is a lot of stuff to do.  I gave you copies of articles of different fires we’ve had here in the Village.  It’s just a matter of time before someone gets hurt, that’s why I bring this to you now.  I don’t think we can wait.  
Trustee Gross

Let me interject.  First of all let me just clarify.  The two computers you need are for the car? 
Frank Youngman

No, no.  Inside.

Trustee Gross

What I think is that we have fire inspectors now for going out on the scenes.  What we really need is to do inspections in the buildings.  These people we designate should do only inspections in the buildings not go out on fire scenes.  We don’t need more than the two people we have to do inspections.  So, you agree to that?
Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

I agree to that.

Trustee Gross

So it means to say that if we have Ray already who goes to fire inspections to fires, but if we can have a second person a full time guy to do only, so his job would not be to drive the fire inspector car with lights and sirens his job would be to go to each… He would be the fire inspector to each building you know do commercial. So, he does not need a vehicle with lights and sirens. He does not need all that equipment. His job is the fire safety. We will call it the right way I think so if this is the right thing. That is something. Now, when you are going for a new vehicle for three people, we have to rotate we have to get it now, we have one new vehicle for three people. We have to rotate. We have to get in. My suggestion is that we do get it, but slowly. We get it with the budget and if we take, I know the police vehicles aren’t in the best condition that is why we are getting new ones, but we can take to and make it one at least you know usable and not for someone to go into fires. 

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Right.
Trustee Gross

We are not looking for someone to go into fires now because going into fires is not what our problem is. What’s causing the fire; we try to get them before that. It should not happen. That’s basically what I’m trying to… What I am saying is we don’t need a new setup of a fire inspector like a fire police. You know what I mean is to do the investigation. We are looking for someone, I think Walter would agree with that may I say is, to do the inspection for the capacity or the what do you call it the fire alarms and all that stuff. This is someone who does not need a car with lights and sirens. Am I correct on that?  

Mr. Booker

For the most part, yes.
Trustee Gross

For the most part fine so I think we can stay with a, about a car. I am saying one of the police cars we should be able to push it through, but I personally, thank you very much for agreeing with me, think it is a nice idea, but we are not into it. Basically, we agree on everything that you need for you are asking now to make safe for community safeties. Everything you asked for we agreed just a certain, you know, in a little different ways. You agreed on what I am saying is right?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Yes.
Mayor Jasmin

Thank you, anyone else?

Trustee Leon

Yes, I just want to ask Mr. Youngman when you talk about the vehicle, it is a six cylinder vehicle new ones or…?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

What’s that? Say it again.

Trustee Leon

Six cylinder vehicle.
Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Six cylinders.
Trustee Leon

Eight cylinders, six cylinders because six cylinders would be more economical for the village…

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Right.
Trustee Leon

But anyway are you looking for a new one or used one?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Well from this thing here is a state bid for a 2013 F250 which is a V8 and they do have six cylinders, but again I explained it to the board last time I would look to get something even if it was a 2012 leftover I would do that as well. That in itself would be a…

Trustee Leon

Alright

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Four cylinders or six cylinders

Trustee Leon

If we decided to get the six cylinders do you think that would be more economical for the maintaining of gas? Excuse me, you said two computers.

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Yes.
Trustee Leon

Instead of three?
Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

I figured, again just to get our foot in the door, it has been a long time since…

Trustee Leon

You got to understand the fact because you are going to have three people working in the department now. So therefore now, you are talking about two computers or three computers?

Trustee Gross

Do we have one?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

What’s that?

Trustee Gross

Do we have already one computer set up?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

We have two old computers.  

Trustee Gross

Two old.
Trustee Leon

Yes.
Trustee Gross

So, we are talking about three. It is not so expensive (inaudible).

Trustee Leon

Just, I want it clear for everybody to understand because the budget that we have is a zero increase budget alright?

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

Okay.
Trustee Leon

Because the Mayor’s budget is coming out fast because nobody normally disapproves for it, but anyway right now we are in a very tangible situation. We cannot provide too much, but we have to provide sufficiently in order for the department to work efficiently, you know what I am saying, in order to bring money in because without inspections of all the commercials and doing (inaudible) inspections, we would not get any money. Therefore, if we could provide you the best necessary ones, equipment included, a vehicle, radio, computer, or how do you say an I-Pad not included. When we talk we say an I-Pad would be more effective for you to get the inspection done and printed as soon as possible without going back to the computer and spend some more time because I-Pad is not that much costly, you know what I am saying, to provide you with three I-Pads or tablets whatever and make it more effective. Understand the fact, because the word effective is very important why because we want your job… We want for you to fulfill in a timely basis where really you cannot more than is expected even the Village expects it. Therefore now, we need those inspections. They are very important for you to do and besides that we need the money because each time you do an inspection in a building so that generates some income for the village. Those things you got to be very careful when we are asking. But in terms of government, let me give you a trick. If you ask me for two, I will give you one. If you ask me for three, I will give you two. 

Trustee Gross

Not this government.
Trustee Leon

Therefore now, think about it seriously.   

Trustee Gross

Just say five computers.
.
Trustee Leon

Picture yourself in a situation where we right now we have to have all those buildings inspected; all the commercial buildings inspected. How can you from today until the next budget time to have all the buildings and commercials inspected. Think about the staff you are asking for, full time. I agree with that. That is going to cost some money to the Village. I agree with that, but in terms of equipment think about something more effective moving forward and that is my subject okay.

Mayor Jasmin

Alright thank you Trustee

Deputy Mayor Desmaret 

Mayor Jasmin, can we summarize?

Mayor Jasmin

That is what I was going to do.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret 

Okay so at no time, we are not going to have three fire inspectors in the office. Therefore, if we give you only one computer (interrupted by Trustee Gross). 

Trustee Gross

No please, I do not want you to say that he is right that is government.

Trustee Leon

I told you this is government. When you ask for two he gives you one.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

No, because three fire inspectors are not going to be in the office at the same time. So one computer or two, they can use one computer. You get in. You log in. You do your job and then when the other fire inspector comes, he logs into the other computer. I do not think you are going need one computer for each fire inspector. 

Trustee Gross

Two computers I think is sufficient.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

And the same thing for the I-Pad, I think that is a great tool that will make you be more efficient and I would provide them with one I-Pad at this time and then upon you know revenue that you are going to bring to the Village, we can get you the other one. 

Trustee Gross

Look let me explain Deputy, it is nice that we should give them all of them, but the I-Pad needs to be hooked up with the system. It needs to be working. They do not need an I-Pad just for their searches. They need an I-Pad hooked up into our system so they can, on the spot, do the inspection and be linked to our system. 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

I understand.

Trustee Gross

It has to be a web based system. It is not so simple. 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

I know Trustee Gross. With all due respect, I am a computer guy. 

Trustee Gross

Oh okay so what do you think we can do with an I-Pad if it is not a web based system?

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

It is not a big thing.

Trustee Gross

And how are you going to do only one when we have three inspectors on the scene?

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

We can come up with two I-Pads and one computer because (interrupted by Trustee Gross)
Trustee Gross

Computer and I-Pad is not the same thing. 

Mayor Jasmin

Okay guys, guys, guys.
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

That is going to help him to do his job faster and get more revenue. 

Mayor Jasmin

Computer guy let’s move along in the motion. On the motion, we are going to have two helmets.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

You mentioned three, Mayor.

Mayor Jasmin

Three.
Trustee Gross

Three helmets.
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

Yes, you mentioned one part timer and two full timers.

Mayor Jasmin

Okay, three helmets, boots, and gloves, that will be good for three and also we have to create that Madam Clerk, full time and a part time.

Trustee Gross

No, the part time we have.

Mayor Jasmin

We are adding another full time and part time.  

Trustee Gross

Wait, you want to add? 

Mayor Jasmin

That is going to equal two full timers and one part time

Trustee Gross

You never told us, two part timers and two full timers?

Mayor Jasmin

You got it.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

We already have the two.
Mayor Jasmin

Yes and also we (interrupted by Trustee Leon)
Trustee Leon

Sorry Madam Mayor without interrupting, you are talking about two full timers and two part timers. 

Trustee Gross

Yes great.
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

No, no, no.
Mayor Jasmin

No, no, no, two full timers and one part time.
Trustee Gross

One part time?

Trustee Leon

Mr. Garnuccio and one part timer.
Mayor Jasmin

No, that is what I am saying.

Trustee Leon

You said that you want more hours.

Mayor Jasmin

Instead of having a part time, we are going to have a full time, but we already have that position as a part timer.
Trustee Leon

You mentioned as I was saying that he needs more hours. Is that going to put you guys at full time?

Mayor Jasmin

That will be discussed later I think there was something with Mr. Youngman. I think that will stay later and we can ask him how we are going to work this out. Okay? Also with the cars, we are going to use police one of the Police cars for now and also an I-Pad? 
Trustee Gross

One second, my question is Frank, what can we do with one I-Pad? What are you going to do with it? I mean let’s be honest to the Board. 

Frank Youngman, Fire Inspector

It would make us a little bit more efficient. Ray would be the guy to be using the computer. He is more apt to that then I am. 

Mayor Jasmin

Okay let’s do that. Okay so now on a motion, we need to allocate money. I am going to ask the Treasury Department to allocate the money in the reserve funds to provide those items to Mr. Youngman. I will entertain a motion to move. Which one are we doing? Are we doing the I-Pads or the computers? 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

One computer and two I-Pads.
Trustee Gross

One computer (interrupted by Deputy Mayor Desmaret). 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

One computer and two I-Pad.
Trustee Gross

Yes, but an I-Pad is not instead of the computer.
Mayor Jasmin

We are not going to discuss that, one computer and two I-Pads or one I-Pad and two computers?

Trustee Leon

No, no, no, we have to have two computers.

Mayor Jasmin

Two computers instead?

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

I have no time for people (inaudible).

Mayor Jasmin

Excuse me, two computers and one I-Pad, I will entertain a motion to move it. 

Trustee Gross

I move it, two computers one I-Pad.

Mayor Jasmin

Two computers, one I-Pad.
Trustee Gross

One I-Pad?

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

Yes, one computer two I-Pads.
Mayor Jasmin

No, come on. I mean you have to replace those two computers in the office.

Trustee Gross

In the office

Mayor Jasmin

So two computers, one I-Pad?
Trustee Leon

And two I-Pads because you know we don’t have (inaudible).

Trustee Gross

(inaudible)

Mayor Jasmin

You will move it?

Trustee Gross

I’ll move it. 

Trustee Leon

Wait, wait, two computers, two I-Pad? 

Mayor Jasmin/Trustee Gross

No, two computers, one I-Pad.
Deputy Mayor Desmaret 

Why don’t you get one computer and two I-Pads?

Trustee Gross

Because it is not the same thing.
Mayor Jasmin

The office has to be equipped with two computers. They already have two computers that are not good computers. They are old computers. 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

We can get a brand new one. 

Trustee Gross

The computers are no good. We understood that right?

Mayor Jasmin

Two computers.
Trustee Gross

Anthony, they have to (inaudible) want those need it.

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

The fire inspectors are going to be outside guys. They are going outside to do the job, not really inside. 

Trustee Gross

They are doing inspections. Look, they are doing inspections. You know what Deputy?

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

What?

Mayor Jasmin

Hold on. How much information can an I-Pad store instead of a computer?

Trustee Gross

Oh not a lot.
Mayor Jasmin

The computer has to have records for the Village. 

Deputy Mayor Desmaret

It is not the same thing. It is not the storage. 
Mr. Booker

It’s a terminal.

Trustee Gross

It’s a terminal yes, but it has to be web based. 

Mr. Booker

It is a portable terminal

Mayor Jasmin

You need storage for your records.

Trustee Gross

How do you log in? That’s not web based. 

Mr. Booker

(inaudible)

Trustee Gross

You have to log in. You have to have internet to it.  Unfortunately something is not (inaudible). I have many I-Pads. I have many phones. Everything cost money. 

Trustee Leon

Mayor, we have the Building Inspector who is the head of the department can we listen to him?

Mayor Jasmin

I am not going to stretch that. Let’s decide.  Is it two computers and two I-Pads?
Trustee Leon

Mayor, he is the head of the department.

Mayor Jasmin

Hold on, hold on. Trustee it is either two computers or two I-Pads, what is it? What is it going to be?

Trustee Leon

Listen, it is the head of the department.

Mayor Jasmin

Listen to me; I don’t want to stretch this.  What is it two computers or two I-Pads? 
Trustee Leon

Mayor, we can go for hours, but you know give him a chance to speak.

Mayor Jasmin

I don’t want him to speak.

Trustee Leon

Why?

Mayor Jasmin

We’re deciding on the computers. 

Trustee Gross

I move it for two computers?

Trustee Leon

He is the head of the department mayor; give him credit, the benefit of the doubt.

Mayor Jasmin

Listen, that was not scheduled for him to speak.

Trustee Leon

It was not scheduled for him, but he is here. Listen to him.

Mayor Jasmin

Of course he is here. What is the big deal?

Trustee Leon

As the head of the department (inaudible).
Mayor Jasmin

As Board members, we cannot decide on what we need?  We do not need a Building Inspector to tell us what we need? 

Trustee Leon

We have to refer to technicians.

Trustee Gross

I made a motion.
Trustee Leon

Mayor, we have to refer to technicians. He is the head of the department.

Mayor Jasmin

What is this?

Mr. Booker

Can I make a request, two computers and one I-Pad?

Mayor Jasmin

What?

Mr. Booker

Can I make it simple? Can I make a request, two computers and one iPad?

Mayor Jasmin

That is what we said.

Mr. Booker

This is what I am trying to clear up because our computers are obsolete anyway.

Mayor Jasmin

I read your mind already. That is why I didn’t want him to speak.

Mr. Booker

Hopefully, the computers will get us back to sea level.

Trustee Gross

It says over here. It says right here.

Trustee Leon

You didn’t want him to speak.

Mayor Jasmin

You see Trustee Leon, two computers, one I-Pad. That is what he said.

Trustee Leon

You wouldn’t let him speak.

Trustee Gross

Frank, it is the same office. It is the same office. 

Trustee Leon

Excuse me Mayor, as far as I understood Mr. Youngman, we went over this already and as far as I understood that these two gentlemen Mr. Ray Guarnuccio and Mr. Frank Youngman, are doing two separate jobs if you are going to do it. It will be (inaudible) in the while if you get two I-Pads. That would be more convenient for them. Mr. Youngman will have one and Mr. Ray will have one. The other guy will be trained and in the meanwhile we probably could find him a third one. 

Mayor Jasmin

Okay, wait you need (interrupted by Trustee Leon).
Trustee Leon

But if you can go back to the two computers, the worst is the two computers because while Mr. Youngman is doing his job on one computer, Mr. Ray can do his job on one computer.
Mayor Jasmin

We understand. We understand that, but you want the Chief Inspector to speak. He said two computers, one I-Pad.
Trustee Gross

Thank you.
Mr. Booker

I am just trying to end the argument and we will move on.

Mayor Jasmin

Exactly, that is what I was trying to do. 

Trustee Gross

We can’t do that.

Mayor Jasmin

Be mindful it is going to come back for allocation of the money. Please do not tell me you do not remember. You did not know about this, this and that. 

Trustee Gross

Remind me later.

Mayor Jasmin

Mr. Youngman good luck, thank you very much.

On the record for Site 3, on the record which nobody is going to like. Good evening, good afternoon okay, this has been yo-yoing around for months. Nobody, not one person spoke to me about this. We hired outside council. We are talking to everybody their grandmother, their grandfather. Nobody spoke to me. I wrote this grant for $1.7 million. I know exactly what went on. 

Mayor Jasmin

Hold on, just a minute. It was written for more than that. You have to tell them because when I am trying to explain to them they think it is money that (interrupted by Rita Grayson)
Rita Grayson
I’m not up to it.  I wrote this grant.  We got a huge grant $2.5.  Nobody got a grant like this.  We were the largest grant from the Empire State Development.  Everybody and their grandmother and grandfather came down there, some of you was there, the big checks, it was a big, big deal. It’s a big honor for the Village and a very big help for the project and now we have that building, Site 3, the family housing that is what this is for.  Because the market, the real market, as you remember, the building was late in getting started and the tax credits did not sale, the developer requested that the architect scale down the size of the building accordingly, this was scaled down, that’s all there was to it.  There’s nothing nefarious here, nothing illegal, nothing immoral.  The grant was based on square footage.  Dollar for dollar, square footage, they reduced the square footage, they reduced the grant.  It’s $1.7.  This grant was meant as a pass through from the get go.  It’s not ours.  It was coming to us and going to them.  We really have had a wonderful working relationship with CPC Resources for a very long time which I hope we will continue to have and I think they have been very patient.  We have really waited too long for this.  They are losing money every single day because they have Bonds and mortgages to pay off as we all can understand.   I don’t know how this ever happened.  We had another grant a long time ago on the other building for $350,000.  Nobody even knew about it.  It came it went, I feel responsible for this because when we got this $1.7, I said to Cherian, this is too much money to just go, Village Board should be on record accepting the grant and passing it on to CPC.  This has taken, how many months?  Too many months, really.  I think we have really been remiss and we should make it up right there and then.  This comes from the State of New York.  They would not have sent it to us if we were not supposed to get it, if the amount wasn’t right and if it was not supposed to go to CPC.  It would be nice to be able to call them this afternoon and say the Village of Spring Valley Board in their wisdom approve this and you authorize in your resolution to have Mr. Cherian send this money to them electronically tomorrow.  Thank you.

Mrs. Grayson, Site 3 is the family one on the left side going down?  
Rita Grayson, Director of Community Development
Yes.  
Trustee Leon

How about the Senior Citizen one?

Rita Grayson, Director of Community Development
That has nothing to do with it.
Trustee Leon

If I may say something about the senior citizen because (inaudible) I am voting for six units behind the senior citizen (inaudible).  Is there a money problem or any other problems.  
Rita Grayson

It is still being considered.  They haven’t made up their mind yet.  You’re talking about the town houses?  They are still thinking about it.  Do you want me to find out?  

Trustee Leon

Please.

Deputy Desmaret

I have an issue with item number five the one that says $1.7.  Especially by downsizing the building and they are also downsizing the rent.  So, when they’re downsizing the building, did the Village help (inaudible) amend the grant?
Rita Grayson, Director of Community Development
No.  We did not make up the gap in this funding.  It cost so much to build it because they made it smaller.   That’s why they made it smaller.  They could not raise enough money because of the real estate market.  The tax credits on Site 3 were sold for a dollar on the dollar.  This was not because everything changed when the stock market crashed in 2008, 2009, it all tied in with that.  
Deputy Mayor Desmaret

By reading the (inaudible), I understand that based on the back up we have here that CPC did give the Village money for (inaudible) and we have been told that we were going to give the land to CPC was going to give some millions and something dollars to compensate the money that the Village spent to acquire the properties.  

Rita Grayson, Director of Community Development
CPC did buy the land.  I think it is a mistake to get into everything that happened in Urban Renewal in the last ten years because it will take ten years to straighten this out.  This is clear cut.  We, you, all approved this grant, the Mayor signed off on it when we were applying for it, when we were first approved for it.  We have an obligation.  They keep calling me from Empire State Development to say what is going on here?  
Kevin Conway

Let me speak.  We have outside counsel, Sokoloff Stern did a full investigation on the financial side to make sure that there is no issues of the financial transaction whatsoever because of the case.  That there was no issues and Steven Stern did a full report, which is attached, met with the Board in prior workshop meetings and advised the Board that there were no issues on the financial aspects of this whatsoever.  The Board then asked the Building Inspector to do an inspection, to look through the records, go through and make a determination as to whether or not what was approved with regards to the actual physical property at the site of what was built was pursuant with the approvals.  The Building Inspector has done that and that’s the memorandum that is attached dated today.  Ms. Grayson is right, that if this matter is delayed we could be subject to being involved in litigation as not to having a reasonable legal basis to withhold going forward with the actual resolution at this point because the prior resolutions provided for this, but for the case this would have been taken care of (inaudible) we had the outside Counsel review it and forwarded it to Mr. Kauker for review as well, that’s all been done.
