I do a lot of liquor license work.  I know you have seen my name on other applications which we have sent in over the course of five/six/eight years, at least.  This particular application, 2325 Kennedy Drive Restaurant Corp. is being made by Carlos Cajamarca.  That particular location has been a restaurant, I’m here in this County for 37/38 years, the first restaurant that I ever ate in was (inaudible), Gene Levy’s brother.  We use to go there all the time.  There were other restaurants over the course of the years.  I personally had to approve with the State Liquor authority, I don’t know about the Board of Trustees because we didn’t have to send notice back in those days to the municipalities, but I personally got the license applications approved and places operated there quite a while.  Then there was a restaurant by the name of Chuqui that I had nothing to do with.  There were problems, no questions about that.  Because of that problem with Chuqui Restaurant, a previous client bought the place; he bought it from some dis-barred attorney back in 1987 that represented himself to be a lawyer so that he could get his liquor license.
Mayor Jasmin

Mr. Koppelman I don’t want to be rude, but what is the present…..
Ronald S. Koppelman

The present situation is La Cabana Brothers, Inc. was turned down by the State Liquor Authority; that was back in the summer of 2011.  This gentleman whose cousin is a cook there was advised by his cousin that the place was going to go out of business, even though they were operating for four months/five months with a temporary permit from the Liquor Authority.  The place was just going to go out of business because they could not make it by just selling food.  He stepped in, the people there was going to lose jobs, and he made a deal with the landlord, not with the previous owner, made a deal with the landlord for a new lease.  He did not have to spend a lot of money, the place was fine.  Let me tell you a little bit about this gentleman.  He is an American citizen for the last twenty years.  He owned a deli, sale of alcohol here, six years in New City, never had a problem with the police or the State Liquor Authority, solely top business.  
Mayor Jasmin

So, why the State Liquor Authority states the license was denied.  Why is that?

Ronald S. Koppelman

His license has never been denied.  

Mayor Jasmin

Why was his license denied.  You stated earlier that the State denied his license.  
Ronald S. Koppelman

No his.  The people before him.  La Cabana Inc. He has nothing to do with that Corporation, whatsoever, at all.  He just stepped in, saw a business opportunity and tried to re-open the place and he’s been running it strictly as a restaurant, no alcohol.  

Mayor Jasmin

He’s been running the place under the same?

Ronald S. Koppelman

No.  2325 Kennedy Drive, but he left the name La Cabana on top of the sign and when he came to me eventually, I said, take it down.  The police of the Village of Spring Valley are going assume that this is a problem place.  He has since taken down the name and is changing the name to El Paraizo upon my recommendation.   We are making an application.  This man has twenty years of experience in this County as a Chef of various very nice restaurants.  Never been arrested.  We even sent a letter to the Chief of Police, this time, saying we want to meet with you before time, what can we do to make you the police happy that my client will run this place properly, if we were ever approved?  
Mayor Jasmin

You said he’s operating under El Paraizo?

Ronald S. Koppelman

He’s going to be.  There’s no name on the sign now.

Mayor Jasmin

So now he’s 2325 Kennedy.

Ronald S. Koppelman

2325 Kennedy Drive Corp., it’s a Corporation.
Mayor Jasmin

So what name did he apply for under his liquor license.

Ronald S. Koppelman

He will be applying under the name of 2325 Kennedy Drive Corp. d/b/a El Paraizo.
Mayor Jasmin

So you’re standing in front of me, telling me that the Police Department is assuming that there’s an issue there and you’re telling me that there’s three names involved; 2325 and he will change it to El Paraizo.

Ronald S. Koppelman

That’s correct.  
Mayor Jasmin

So, who applied under 2325 Kennedy?
Ronald S. Koppelman

He is.  That’s his corporation.

Mayor Jasmin

So, why did the State deny him?

Ronald S. Koppelman

The police are denying or requesting the Trustees and you to deny the approval that will eventually go to the State Liquor Authority.

Mayor Jasmin

Earlier you stated that the State denied La Cabana and 2325 Kennedy.  Also, you said he will apply under the name of El Peraizo as a new name, right?

Ronald S. Koppelman

That will be the trade name.  It’s  a different corporation, different stock holder, different President, secretary, treasurer, etc.
Mayor Jasmin

I have heard enough, does any other member want to speak on this issue?

Trustee Delhomme

Was your client ever a member of El Cabana?  
Ronald S. Koppelman

Was he a member?  Absolutely not.  
Trustee Delhomme

He was not a partner?

Ronald S. Koppelman

Never worked there, he was never in charge, he was never more than a patron taking his family out to dinner about once a month or lunch or on a weekend.  He was a patron.  That’s how he knew the place.  

Trustee Delhomme

 So, he kept the name for business reasons.
Ronald S. Koppelman

Well, yes.  If I went out and bought a Carvel, I would want to keep the name Carvel, it’s a good name.  

Trustee Delhomme

Could you prove to the Board that your client has no relationship to La Cabana and 2325 Kennedy Drive?

Ronald S. Koppelman

I can give you an affidavit under oath, if he lies, it is perjury.  I believe I have the records from La Cabana Brothers, Inc.  I have the records of who has stock in that Corporation.
Mayor Jasmin

Please show us those records and also we have to check with the Police Department to see why they denied the application.

Ronald S. Koppelman

Well, I have a letter here from the Police Department.  I requested a meeting with them.  

Mayor Jasmin

I don’t think the letter will have any detailed information as to why.  We have access to meet with the Chief and the Lieutenants and they will provide that information to us.  

Ronald S. Koppelman

So you want me to send you proof as to the ownership of La Cabana Brothers, Inc. and if I am correct did you form the Corporation already (The Attorney at this point is speaking to his client), the attorney asked him if he formed the Corporation yet, and his answer was yes).  I don’t think I have the Corporation Book yet, the other lawyer is from Manhattan.  Do you have it?

There’s a request from Trustee Delhomme for Counsel to explain why the amended Zoning and Planning Boards time period.

Kevin Conway, Village Attorney

The basis to make the motion to amend is the fact that currently the Zoning Board of Appeals is twelve months for any expiration for any variances that are granted; the Planning Board has eighteen months for approval.  Typically what happens for any application requiring variances plus site plan approval, it has to go to the Planning Board first, then once the Planning Board sees there are any Zoning Board requirements for variances must refer the applicant over to the Zoning Board.  The time that it may take once variances are granted, the matter is then sent back to the Planning Board for further site plan approval, the time and just the application moving on a regular time table, the variances can typically expire before site plan either can be provided or before a building permit is actually issued or site plan approval is granted from the Building Inspector.  So, the purpose here was to have a similar eighteen month rule that would apply both for site plan for Planning Board and for variances from the Zoning Board.  Otherwise, applicants are required to come back before the various Boards to either extend the time and enlarge the time has not yet expired, otherwise, come back to the Planning or Zoning Board with a brand new application and file brand new fees and go through the process again if the actual expiration has occurred.  So, that was the purpose.  For item 9b similarly, Special Permit issuance would have the same time table so that all three would be consistent because as this Board knows many applications also require a grant of an application process here for a Special Permit from this Board and that would further cause delays in either the variance time table once it’s received or site plan.  So, we want to have a consistent time table for all three Boards in regards to any expiration for permits granted.
