Debate:

Joyce Trubitz – 6 Youmans Drive, Spring Valley, NY

Good evening.  I have lived here for 49 years.  The reasons I am here tonight are many.  I am here to ask the Board to create a variance in the Village.  Two houses away from me there is a Synagogue and in the summer they installed a large (inaudible) vending machine right along the side of the house in clear view of the entire neighborhood.   Recently, I see they have added an additional one.  I know there is no additional ordinance on the books because when this Village was formed many years ago I am sure there was no need to put this type of ordinance in.  It is an eyesore and if an ordinance is not created I feel this is just the beginning there’s nothing to stop any homeowner from doing the same, so I am asking you to start the process of creating the ordinance for all the residence of the Village of Spring Valley to stop private vending machines on the side of homes in residential areas.  The next issue is one that I have been fighting for years and my mother before me.  The garbage is out curb side and I must thank you Mayor Jasmin for your flyers that went out in the fall.  It’s out for 365 days a year and no end in sight and while I truly appreciate all the efforts the Mayor has done there has been no change.  The recycle bins are also out and not one home has changed their practice, so I am asking when, if ever this will change.  I am also here to ask you when the problem of the flooding behind my home, number six and the home number eight, the neighbors behind me will take place.  I was told in the fall that this is going to be corrected.  I would like to know the timetable, if there is one available for the corrections to be made.  The Village came many years ago and installed drainage pipes, prior to that we never had any erosion problems.  Over the years I have lost all my top soil, my property has been washed away, it is lower than anyone else’s, I spent hundreds and hundreds of dollars to bring in soil and plant grass all to have it washed away.  I just need to know if this is going to be done.  The next is a sensitive issue for me as well as my neighbors.  We have for over forty six years enjoyed the dead end quiet of our street.  There was always a fence at the end of our street to provide emergency access to the apartment complex next door.  This past summer many of the people who live in the apartments and attend the synagogue at 10 Youmans had torn the fence open.  My neighbor’s husbands went out and chained the fence, it has been broken twice.  The breaking of this fence has now made a quiet, safe street a main thoroughfare to not only those who are attending the synagogue, but for many others also.  There has been bikes and toys stolen which has never happened all these years.  This is not the safety that my neighbors have enjoyed for their children for years.  Presently the fence is close to being completely opened which would then allow the street to be open to all the traffic.  How few people can affect the lives of so many boggles the mind.  I am asking the Board to please require the owners of the apartments to repair, maintain and secure the fence as it has always been so that the neighborhood can once again enjoy the peace, quiet and mostly the security they are entitled to.  Next, there is a camper parked on Stysly Lane, which is used for a hospital source for the birds that the man who lives there raises himself.  I know this for a fact, for many of my neighbors have been invited inside to view the birds.   One of your inspectors told me this is not true and was a little upset that I had called once again, I am here to tell you this is true.  As a matter of fact when I originally complained that I believe that people might be living there, I was told by your employees that nobody was living in the camper and that he was only raising birds for his business.  I am requesting that this business be moved out of the residential neighborhood as soon as possible.  To make matters worse, his driveway is loaded with stuff, so his van and rear wheels are always protruding into the streets.  Also, I was at a Zoning Board meeting and something that I was not aware of was the current situation at Avon Gardens.  I would just like to voice my outrage as to what is happening.  When the property was purchased 14 or so years ago, the new owner probably had an agenda; that was to let these brick buildings run all the way down, be destroyed so that they can be torn down and new buildings for the religious community erected.  Families are being forced out.  People who have lived there for over 40 years are forced to find housing.  Hundreds of people made to uproot their lives, now they are made to move for religious community who need the housing.  Everybody needs housing.  I feel in my opinion that this is nothing more than redlining, discrimination and ethnic cleansing without weapons.  I am appalled that this is occurring in this day and age with little or no outrage.  The religious community has many afraid and that includes many public officials and TV networks.  The major TV networks were all contacted about this story; ABC, CBS and FOX.  None of them would touch this story as disturbing as it was.  I truly wish this Village would (inaudible) which is my home for forty-one years is one that I could be proud of and say that all of its residents matters.  I am sorry in more ways than I can express that I have to come here to fight for what I feel is just correct for all the people who live in the Village of Spring Valley.  Time and time again I have had to call and I have had to come here for things that should really truly should be corrected and I look for the day when the Village once again takes care of all its residents, not just a few and I am looking forward to the day when all my issues would be resolved.  Thank you so much.

Mayor Jasmin

First, you are asking to create a variance.  I will ask the Village Attorney to look into this.  Second, you talked about drainage issues in the Village, yes we do have them, and it’s not only the areas behind your house.  The last time you were here, I asked you to get easements from your neighbors to see how we can fix the issue there.  We have a little brook that crosses Maple Avenue to Collins Avenue and we did some work.  As we speak we are under heavy scrutiny because we are trying to fix this problem for our constituents.  Later on after everything is done I will come back and let the people know who did it and why.  The third one, you were talking about fences on Youmans, I do not know who the fence belongs to.
Joyce Trubitz – 6 Youmans Drive, Spring Valley, NY

At the end of Youmans Drive there was a fence that was put when it used to be an old apple orchard (inaudible).  When it was torn down and the apartment complex was built, a fence was put up and it had an emergency break-through fence for fire trucks to get through.  It was a big fence, locked and always secure, but now it has been ripped open.  If you come to my house I can show it to you.  Another thing if you need variances and there is a form I can get, I spoke to my neighbors and they are willing to give those variances to check everything out.  
Mayor Jasmin

You will be the person I will contact.  The next item you talked about was the birds.  You said that the inspectors were there?  Do you recall who was there?
Joyce Trubitz – 6 Youmans Drive, Spring Valley, NY

I don’t know who was there.  I know Jesse was upset that I called; he said there were no birds.  I can take a picture of the camper, but I can’t take a picture of the inside.
Mayor Jasmin

This has become speculation, we do not know for sure.

Joyce Trubitz – 6 Youmans Drive, Spring Valley, NY

Just that I know my neighbors’ children are always invited in to see the birds and come out very excited that they have seen the birds inside.  

Mayor Jasmin

That is something we cannot do anything about unless we have a search warrant.  The next item is Avon Gardens.  I will speak for myself.  One of my principles is that I do not speculate and I (inaudible).  Yes, there is a lot of talk out there saying that they are tearing the buildings down and they are going to rebuild it for the religious community.  I don’t think it’s fair to the religious community to make (inaudible) we don’t even know that if what they are speculating is true.  They are just saying things.

I have seen the plans and I spoke with the architect.
Mayor Jasmin

The plans don’t mean that they are going to put housing for a group of people there.  That doesn’t say that in the plan.  Did it?  
Joyce Trubitz – 6 Youmans Drive, Spring Valley, NY

No.  I was just told by the architects.  
Mayor Jasmin

That’s what I am saying, as an intelligent woman.  We can only see and observe what will take place.  I think there are rules and regulations of the ACR they have to follow, as well.  They have to deal with the State, not with the Village of Spring Valley, so I expect them to follow those rules and regulations.

They will either be condominiums or rentals.  Right now we are making application to Provident Bank and they are analyzing our figures and depending on what they return to us in regards to their answer it will either be condominiums or rentals.  
Mayor Jasmin

That means the financing is not there yet?

Mr. Licata

Correct, it’s not finalized, no.

Mayor Jasmin

If it come into fruition is it going to be for all because I want to stop this speculations.  Every time there are new buildings, people are saying that it is going to be specifically for one group of people.
Mr. Licata

Of course, it is open to the public.

Mayor Jasmin

So, it’s going to be open to all.

Mr. Licata

Absolutely.  
Bracha Solomon (Applicant) 
Yes, Majestic Valley will be open for all.

Trustee Delhomme

How many units do you need the variance for?  What does the law allow?

Mr. Licata

The allowed is 17 and we are requesting 27.  The reason is because these are starter apartments.  They are going to be two bedroom apartments.  We are underneath the FAR.  We do not need a FAR variance.  So, rather than building a smaller number, for example, 20 four bedroom apartments, we rather build more units with less apartments, which is easier to rent and easier to sell, if they are going to be sold.  We cannot get the financing until we receive the approved project.  They are in negotiations now, they’ve submitted an application and they are talking, but they have not received any kind of written commitment from the bank, unless they have a final approval.
Trustee Delhomme

To the owner(s), would you agree, I’ve been on the Board longer than anybody else, I can tell you that people swear to me that they’re not going to do certain things, six months later or a year later, they change their entire process to fit their own needs, they go to the Board, they cut corners, to get it done their own way, but they know the Board would not pass it; therefore, they do it like portions. Since you said it, I don’t mind if someone come to me and say it is for one group, then we will decide if we want to give it to you or not.  But, when you lie to us and say you are going to put it for one group; that means for everybody, then we find out it’s for one group, a possibility and now it becomes a question.  If this Board is willing to accommodate you, I don’t know what the other Trustees would say; to me I see the overlay is not too much because you want ten which is another issue.  But, if we agree and the Board comes to a conclusion you want would agree for example, to grant you the permit would you put it in writing and signed by the Board that these buildings, as you said, will be open for the entire Spring Valley or anybody for that matter.  

Mr. Licata

Yes.  You can make that a condition of your approval, not in writing, but a condition of your approval.  We do not have any objections.  
Trustee Leon

The building height the law request 40 and you only give me 30.  

Mr. Licata

We’re allowed to build 40 feet high and we are only building 30 feet high.  

Trustee Leon

The building facing the front yard is the building facing the middle of it.  Myrtle Avenue.  So, now, (inaudible).  Do you have parking in the front yard?

Mr. Licata

So these few spots will be in the front yard, not even in the handicap spots.  Two handicap spots.  These are starter units, they are affordable.
