Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Spring Valley, County of Rockland, State of New York that the code of the Village of Spring Valley is hereby amended by adding Chapter..   .

Purpose and Findings

The Village Board of Trustees finds that there is considerable recent interest in development along Route 45 from Route 59 until Hickory Street.  The Board wants to make certain that any further development is compatible with the needs of Village residents.  The Board further believes that there is a need for a study of this area.  To prevent possible poor development in the interim, until the study is concluded, the Board finds that a moratorium on certain development in this area is necessary.

CHAPTER ____
SECTION 1.

§. Moratorium on Development.
Notwithstanding the requirements set forth in the Village Zoning Code, there shall be no further development along Route 45 (Main Street) from Route 59 to Hickory Street including, but not limited to issuance of special permits, land use approvals, site plans, amended site plans, variances, special use permits, zone changes, certificates of use or occupancy for churches or other places of worship, public or private elementary of secondary schools, nursery schools and daycare centers.  This moratorium applies to permitted and accessory uses and to parking requirements in connection with the above uses.
§. Extent of Moratorium.
The moratorium shall remain in effect for six months from the date of adoption by the Board of Trustees and for such other further periods of up to six months as the Board shall find necessary to complete a study and consider what actions are required.

SECTION 2.  Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or other portion of this law is for any reason declared unconstitutional or invalid, in whole or in part, by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable and such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect the remaining portions of this law, which shall continue in full force and effect.

SECTION 13.  Effective Date

Unless otherwise specified, this local law shall take effect upon filing with the office of the Secretary of State, pursuant to Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

LOCAL LAW NO.  5 OF 2012
VILLAGE OF SPRING VALLEY

STATE OF NEW YORK

A Local Law to amend Chapter 35, Procurement Policy.

Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Spring Valley, County of Rockland, State of New York that the code of the Village of Spring Valley is hereby amended by amending Chapter  35, Procurement Policy.

Purpose and Findings
The Village Board of Trustees finds that the Village’s Procurement Policy was enacted to follow along with Section 103 of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York.  The State recently increased the limits of purchases which can be made without competitive bidding.  The Board finds that the Village should likewise increase the limits of purchases which can be made without competitive bidding to follow State law

CHAPTER  35. Procurement Policy

SECTION 1.    

§35-1. Initial Review; documentation of decision.

A. Every purchase to be made must be initially reviewed to determine whether it is a goods purchase contract or a public works contract. Once that determination has been made, a good faith effort will be made to determine whether it is known or can reasonably be expected that that aggregate amount to be spent on the item of supply or service is not subject to competitive bidding, taking into account past purchases and the aggregate amount to be spent in a year. The following items are not subject to competitive bidding pursuant to §103 of the General Municipal Law: purchase contracts under [ten] twenty thousand dollars[($10,000)] ($20,000) and public works projects under [twenty] thirty- five thousand dollars ($35,000); emergency purchases; certain municipal hospital purchases; goods purchased from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped; goods purchased from correctional institutions; purchases under state and county contracts; and surplus and secondhand purchases from another governmental entity.
SECTION1 2.   Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or other portion of this law is for any reason declared unconstitutional or invalid, in whole or in part, by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable and such unconstitutionality or invalidity shall not affect the remaining portions of this law, which shall continue in full force and effect.

SECTION 13.   Effective Date

Unless otherwise specified, this Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the office of the Secretary of State, pursuant to section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.
