Judge Joseph Thaxton – 5 Memorial Park Drive, Spring Valley, NY

Memorial Park Drive is where I have lived for 29 years or more, when I moved there, it was only a residential street.  We now have people going through there as a direct route from Route 59 on Memorial Park Drive to get to Maple Avenue.  The speed limit is 30 mph.  But, one of the things you have there with this speed limit is a park and swimming pool, which is under the Town of Ramapo.  With that you have people and especially kids coming to the pool walking.  My fear is with the kids walking to and from the park and to and from Main Street that it is a hazardous condition.  Fortunately, no one has been hurt yet.  I would like, if possible, that someone look into it to see if they can at least reduce the speed limit.  That’s number one, number two, driving through the Village, there are streets that have signs up, “Children at Play”, the children are now supposed to be playing in the streets, especially where you have homes where they have yards.  That’s put me and other taxpayers liable if a child is hurt in the Village because it has those signs up, so I assume that (inaudible) with the Village because they have those signs up because they shouldn’t be playing in the street, not this day and age.  Years ago you could play in the street because you did not see that many cars.  I am asking that you Mayor and the Village Board; please look into it.

Widmax Fils-Aime – Exclusive Lounge Restaurant, 50 N. Main St., Spring Valley, NY
I have been doing business in the Village of Spring Valley for 12 years.  It’s been tough.  I have six or seven people working for me, some part time and some full time.  I was here and I explained that I was going to apply for a beer and wine license which was a couple of months ago.  I came here and I expressed my feelings and did explain to the Board that I was going to have a beer and wine license, there was a problem.  I was here that day and I explained clearly that at this time people need jobs, I am just trying to keep people at work, not to lay them off or anything like that.  They all have families and kids.  I was hoping that if I did have beer and wine in my restaurant that would help my business and at the same time it would help people keep their jobs.  That means that if the business is doing okay then there would be no reason for me to lay anyone off; if I’m doing badly it’s not good.  I believe the Village of Spring Valley does not want anybody else to have no more licenses, which mean a bar or a nightclub or anything like that.  But, what I have is a restaurant and I open my business from 9:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m., which is not a bar or a nightclub, it’s a restaurant.  I know it’s been tough for people in Spring Valley to have a nightclub or bar.  I’ve been doing this business for twelve years and I see what happens.  So, if I am not a nightclub or bar I think the Village should give me a chance to get my beer and wine license which is a beverage, not hard liquor.  Bear in mind this will help my business and keep some people at work.  I did go to the Board meeting in New City February 29th, I was there, Mr. (inaudible) was there, the Commissioner was there and also my lawyer was there.  I was told that the Village of Spring Valley denied me for my license because the Village did not want any more licenses in the Town and they did tell me that if I open my business somewhere else that they would give it to me.  I do have a letter from the New York Alcohol and Beverage and they did tell me the reason they denied me because the Village of Spring Valley did not want anybody else to have any more licenses in the Village and that’s the reason, there is no other reason that they denied me.  I have the paper here; does anyone want to see it?

So, it stated that you did not qualify.  So, it’s not simply the Village, they are saying that you did not qualify.  Let me clarify what you said earlier.  In the beginning you said you have a bar and afterward you said your restaurant open from 9:00 a.m. until 10:00 p.m.

Okay 11:00 p.m.  You said you want to serve alcohol and beer.

No.  Wine and Beer from 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.

So, there’s a process.

Widmax Fils-Aime
And I went through that process.

Mayor Jasmin

Okay, you went through that process and you were denied.  So, it’s not us.

Widmax Fils-Aime
It tells me clearly, during the Board meeting that I’m in the Village of Spring Valley.

Let me ask you this.  Did you have any issues in your place in the past?

Widmax Fils-Aime
Issues that I have had; one time someone rented the place from me to have a birthday party and they were carrying their left over good out after the party and the police walked in at 4:15 a.m. and asked for ID.  No one called, they just came in, the door was closed and the police knocked on the door and the door was opened for them.  The police walked in there and told me that they saw somebody giving me money.  The next day when I came to court they told me that I had a renewed charged, which was that I was selling beer and I still have that complaint.

Mayor Jasmin

Let me ask you, they were serving liquor?

Widmax Fils-Aime
At a private party they bring their own beer.  They are allowed to bring their own beverage.

Mayor Jasmin

At that time did you have a license?

Widmax Fils-Aime
No, I did not have a license at that time.  But, they are allowed to bring their own as long as I am not selling it or serving it.

Mayor Jasmin

Who says they are allowed to bring it?

Widmax Fils-Aime
There are laws in New York State.
Mayor Jasmin

Exactly, you must have a license.  Right now you are not on trial here and I am not trying to put you on trial.  I will look at your case tomorrow and call the Police Department tomorrow to find out exactly why you were denied.  If you can, give me a copy of that letter.

The reason I come before you is Spring Valley is a very dirty place.  Papers, bottles, cartons are all over the place.  I was wondering why you do not clean it up or have it cleaned up.  It is a very dirty place.

Mr. Samuel I want you to do me a favor.  When you have an issue; you see any place dirty,   just give me a call.  I will dispatch DPW, that’s their job, to clean the Village.

Samuel Franklin
I feel it is obvious that it is dirty.  Can’t you make sure it is done?

Yes, I will make sure it is done.  Please call me if you see any area(s) that need to be cleaned up.

Mr. Samuel, this morning I came to the Village at 7:30 to meet with the Assistant Building Inspector.  Obviously, all the back yards, because now you can see them clearly because there are no leaves on the trees; he promised me at the meeting and I told him what everybody is saying and what I saw personally.  I gave him most of the pictures, because I took pictures as I walked and drove around.  So, he promised me, Mr. Manny Carmona, at the meeting this morning.  I know he comes to work early, so I came early to meet with him, so that I could explain to him what happened to our Village?   He promised me they were working on it.  They were short-handed for one time, but he promised me this morning that they were going to get away to make sure these people cleaned their backyards.  Most of them do not belong to the Village; it is somebody’s backyard.
